	Background:


	At its January 2010 meeting, WGFM decided to establish a Correspondence Group on Cognitive Radio Systems (CRS).
In May 2010, WGFM endorsed the work program of that CG and in September 2010, it noted the draft working document on the various scenarios of CRS development from European stakeholders.

In January-February 2011, WGFM tasked CG CRS to work on regulatory consideration on the protection of PMSE on the basis of section D.1 of Chapter 11 of ECC Report 159.

In May 2011, WGFM sent out a questionnaire related to the protection of PMSE in case of introduction of WSD in the UHF band. It also tasked CG CRS to analyse and evaluate the ASA concept for which a report is expected at the April 2012 meeting of WGFM.

1. Introduction:

The work is carried out through an e-mail reflector (mailing list) established by the ECO and through a depository on the ECO server for the various documents discussed.

On the 26th of September 2011, 91 persons had subscribed to this mailing list and/or to the CG CRS folder on the ECO server representing 15 Administrations (Croatia, Finland, France, Germany, Ireland, Malta, Norway, Portugal, Serbia, Slovakia, Sweden, The Netherlands, the Russian Federation, the United-Kingdom and Turkey), 2 Organisations (EBU and ECO) and 30 industries/operators/others (Access Partnership, Alcatel Lucent, Beyerdynamic, Bosch, Cable Europe, Cisco, COST-TERRA, Create-net, Digita, DOF Sweden, EADS, Ericsson, FUB, GIFAS, Huawei, Intel, LStelcom, Mediaset, Microsoft, Nokia, NSN, Orange FT Group, Philips, Qualcomm, Ratel, SFR, Shure, Telecom Italia, Thales, VTT).
2. Regulatory consideration on the protection of PMSE in the UHF band
In May 2011, WGFM sent out a questionnaire related to the protection of PMSE in case of introduction of WSD in the UHF band.
By 18 September 2011, the Office received 22 responses from administrations and 13 responses from industry and users. The summary of the answers, together with full extent of the answers are given in document FM_11_XXX.
It is proposed to WGFM to task CG CRS to analyse these answers for the next WGFM meeting in April 2012.

3. Evaluation and analysis of the ASA concept
In May 2011, WGFM tasked CG CRS to analyse and evaluate the ASA concept for which a report is expected at the April 2012 meeting of WGFM.
So as to carry out this task, the outline of the steps forwards to be followed was developed. These steps would also basically form the structure of the document to be prepared by CG CRS.
This structure was generally supported by CG CRS members. However, one administration preferred to delete the last three steps, i.e.:

- potential bands;
- application of the principle to introduce other applications/services in bands identified for mobile;
- implementation of the ASA concept conditions (sharing conditions) in NRA authorisations.
WGFM is then invited to comment the proposed outline of the CG CRS work on this issue (see Annex 1) and to decide whether or not the last three steps have to be maintained.

Taken into account that there was still a general agreement on the six steps proposed, with the exception mentioned above, CG CRS has started to analyse and evaluate the ASA concept. The result of that work, which is not considered as approved at the CG CRS level, is given in Annex 2.

WGFM is invited to note, and comment as necessary, the draft report contained in Annex 2.
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
