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Background:

During its 72nd meeting in May 2011, WGFM tasked CG CRS to analyse the ASA concept (see documents FM(11)131 and INFO 011 of that meeting of WGFM).
Proposal:

So as to carry out the task given to CG CRS by WGFM, the following steps forwards are proposed. They would also basically form the structure of the document to be prepared by CG CRS.

It is expected that the first three steps be carried out in due time for the 73rd WGFM meeting (October 2011) and the remaining one for the 74th WGFM meeting (April 2012), noting that the last step may require that the CG CRS be authorised by WGFM in October to send out a questionnaire to the CEPT administrations (NRAs).
____________
1. Description of the ASA concept:

The concept and the theory associated with the latter should be clearly described.

2. Analysis:

The following elements should be considered:

- strengths of the proposal (dynamical approach);
- requirements (potentially to be decreased by cognitive enablers with regard to the dynamical approach, e.g.: geolocalisation, database, ...);
- issues at stake (e.g., from an economical point of view);
- impact for a shared use of spectrum using cognitive radio techniques by network infrastructure and terminals and predictable quality of service.
3. Existing regulatory framework and tools:
The regulatory framework and tools currently existing on which the potential development of the ASA concept could be built should be described so as to better identify what is already possible in relation to that concept, notably  for spectrum rights ensuring quality of service.
4. Potential bands:
Potential bands in which the ASA concept could be applied should be identified for further study and for which applications.
5. Application of the principle to introduce other applications/services in bands identified for mobile:

Study the application of the ASA concept in mobile bands to allow the introduction of other applications (e.g., governmental use) and identify potential bands and associated constraints.

6. Implementation of the ASA concept conditions (sharing conditions) in NRA authorisations:
The NRA views should be sought on how the potentially complex sharing conditions associated with the ASA concept would be implemented in the authorisations they grant.
