	Opening of the meeting 

Chairman opened the meeting and welcomed the participants. The chairman expressed his gratitude to the Turkish hosts.

	Information from the chairman

· WTSA-12 and WCIT-12 reports
Some editorial comments were raised. The extensive discussion is planned during the next meeting. Interested member states are requested to provide comments by 29 March.
· Correspondence Group on ICT definition 

Chairman welcomed the collaborative efforts that lead to the submission of “Guidelines for ICT definition”. Four member states supported the document: Bulgaria, Lithuania, Portugal and Romania. 

ITU representative was requested to provide additional guidance on the process. 

· Observers participation to Com-ITU 
Israel submitted a request to the chairman to become observer to Com-ITU meetings. It was agreed that that general approach needs to be adopted. Member states are encouraged to cooperate closely with their respective foreign ministries on this matter. 
The chairman will propose a draft report on observers’ participation to Com-ITU before the next meeting.

	Election of the CEPT PP14 coordinator

Mr Wojciech Berezowski (Poland) was endorsed as a CEPT coordinator for PP14.  For the next Com-ITU meeting the draft priorities and timetable of PP14 preparations will be developed.

	5
	ECO support to Com-ITU

The ECO Office allocated significant resources to Com-ITU in 2013 and 2014. Member states are requested to submit ideas on the ways this assistance might be used. The following concepts were developed during the meeting: participation of ECO’s representative in ITU-T meeting related to Com-ITU work and reporting on the situation in other regions.

It is foreseen that the ECO Office’s representatives will be present during the next meeting.

	CWG Financial and Human Resources Issues
The report of the CWG Chairman was briefly discussed. The ITU representative announced that ITU is willing to publish a balanced budget by the ITU Council in June 2013.
A Spanish delegate was requested to provide a report of the Geneva Group for the next Com-ITU meeting.



	7
	CWG Internet
The group is running public consultations on: SPAM, transition between IPv4 and IPv6 and on development aspects of Internet with the deadline 1st August 2013. Member states are requested to encouraged their sector representatives to participate in the process. 

The Com-ITU chairman will propose a draft submission to the three topics.


	8
	IEG WTPF-13

It is expected that ITU will provide agenda of the forum in mid-March. The deadline for submission of opinions to the Secretary General’s Report is 29 April. 
Russian Federation seeks advice on multicounty proposal from Russian Federation, USA, Brazil and AIPG (document (13) 017). The deadline for comments to this document is 25 March.
During WTPF, the CEPT coordination is foreseen. 
Administrations are requested to indicate their interest in leading one of the Forums’ topics. An email from the chairman was circulated.

	WSIS 2013 Forum and WSIS+10 process

ITU representative informed about the preparations to the WSIS Forum and gave additional information on WSIS+10 review process. 

Member states are encouraged to cooperate closely with their respective foreign ministries in the WSIS review process.

	WTDC-14
Chairman informed about his participation in Regional Preparatory Meeting of CIS region to WTDC. 

The ad hoc group (Romania, Russia, Switzerland, Sweden, Spain, Poland and European Commission) will prepare draft CEPT priorities for WTDC by end of March 2013. The following potential topics were identified during the meeting: improvements to working methods of ITU-D, green ICT (e-waste), capacity building, facilitation for developing countries to participate in the multistakeholder model of the Internet management. Member states are encouraged to participate in the process.

	CWG STB CS
Mr. Ahmet Çavuşoğlu, Vice-President of CWG-STB-CS chaired the session.

The outcomes of the last CWG meeting were presented and discussed. Aditionally, 
the document (13) 023 was analyzed. It was agreed that provisions numbered 120-129 on duties of Development Sector should be evaluated again. 

There is uncertainty on the status of the second document and it is still not clear in which amendments will be aproved. Finally the group decided that Turkey, on behalf of CEPT, will demand justifications to unclear part of the changes.

	AOB

The time plan for the next meeting (16-18 April in Prague) was approved and it was agreed that the group should meet twice in the autumn.


Several member states underlined the necessity to have English, French, Russian and Spanish as working languages during European RPM in November 2013. 
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
