Dear colleagues, 


CWG STB-CS meeting took place on 27-30 June 2011. The chairman and vice chairs convened 2 times in the early morning and once at lunch time during that time period. The Secretary General and/or Deputy Secretary General of ITU participated to those meetings. 
We held CEPT coordination meeting for the CWG STB-CS (27th June - 29th June) on the 27th of June at 12:30 in the room L2 of ITU.
At that meeting, participants were informed about the meeting took place between chairman and vice chairs of the CWG STB-CS in Monday early morning, June 27.
In the meeting between chairman and vice chairs, chairman of the CWG STB-CS gave information about the contributions from member states and we discussed whether there is need to establishment a sub group of CWG STB-CS and how we should examine the provisions of the ITU Constitution and Convention (the format of Document CWG-STB-CS 1 / 4) for a Stable CS. And also, the contributions of US and Philippines concerning the definition of "stable" were discussed.
After this informing in the CEPT coordination meeting,  the opinion of CEPT member states were asked on establishment a sub group of CWG STB-CS and the definition of "stable" were discussed.
As a result of the discussion made during the CEPT coordination meeting, CEPT member states agreed that 
-no need to create a subgroup, due to lack of energy and time
- no need to remove comments in Columns 3 and 4 of the Document CWG-STB-CS 1 / 4
- the definition of "stable Constitution" could be discussed in CEPT 
Also, Mr. Fabio Bigi appointed for CEPT's views to be expressed during CWG STB-CS meeting.

At the end of the CWG STB-CS meeting, the conflicts on procedural issues has been settled, the document in which the merits has been decided to be negotiated on the next CWG STB-CS meeting on 5-7 October 2011.
