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WTSA RESOLUTIONS

It would be useful to categorize the numerous resolutions and A-series Recommendations in an appropriate way in order to make it easier to handle them and to allocate them to the committees of the WTSA-12.
A trial is made on the following pages.
The categories would help to assess whether: 
-  tasks indicated in a resolution have been carried out and the resolution can be terminated,
- a resolution is still valid and it should be continued with editorial amendments, 
- resolutions on a same subject area could be merged or
- a resolution needs to be revised. 

Some preliminary remarks and questions:

1. Working methods and general issues

- TSAG continuously monitors the work of the ITU-T. Therefore potential needs to revise the current resolutions will largely be contained in the WTSA report from TSAG. 

- Resolutions for further consideration: Resolution 68 and 76 (note: TSAG, Council meetings in July)
2. Work programme

- The instructions given in the resolutions have been largely carried out by TSB and necessary mechanisms have been established. Therefore many of the resolutions can be terminated? Question structure will be decided and presented in Resolution 2.
3. ITU-T structure

- The special groups asked by the resolutions have been established. Many of the resolutions can be terminated? Study Group structure will be decided and presented Resolution 2.
4. Membership issues

- New mechanisms requested by the resolutions are in place. Is there any need to continue the resolutions?
5.  Issues particularly related to the interests of developing countries 

- To what extent the instructions in the resolutions have been completed? Could the parts still valid be merged? 
6. Cooperation and coordination

- Closer cooperation with IEC (e.g. Smart Grids) and ISO/IEC JTC 1 (Cloud Computing).
- Better coordination with regional SDOs (e.g. M2M)

- Normative references to documents from other organisations, common texts with others.
- Needs to amend the resolutions?

7. Special issues related to Internet and future IP-based networks

- To what extent the instructions in the resolutions have been completed? Could the parts still valid be merged?
