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Draft report

Opening of meeting and Adoption of the agenda

A meeting of the drafting group on the preparation of WCIT-12 (DG WCIT-12) was held on 1st and 2nd February 2012 in Copenhagen (Denmark).
The chairman of the meeting, Manuel da Costa Cabral (Portugal) thanked participants and in particular observers for attending the meeting.

The Chairman recalled that the meeting aimed to draft and further discuss Proposals / Positions for next WCIT-12 and to agree on a CEPT contribution for the 7th “Council Working Group to prepare for the 2012 WCIT” (CWG-WCIT12) 

The Group adopted the agenda for the meeting.

Preparation of European Common Proposals (ECPs) for WCIT-12

The DG has proceeded with the preparation of the ECPs to be submitted to the WCIT-12.  

The Group noted a document submitted by Spain on the definition of Telecommunication.

As far as Misuse of Numbering resources is concerned, the Group confirmed the text on the draft ECP agreed in Biel / Bienne.

On International Calling line identification, the group reached an agreement concerning the draft text to be submitted to the WCIT-12.
The group discussed the level of detail of the provision on Tariff Transparency. The inclusion of the paragraph “In particular, each customer should be able to access/ receive appropriate and timely pricing (including taxes) information free of charge when travelling abroad on the relevant price plan, except when the customer has notified his home operator that they do not require this service” will be further discussed.
Based on a contribution from ESOA, the group agreed to maintain its position on Appendix 2 from “Suppression”. Member States were invited to become drafters of this ECP. Romania and Bulgaria will evaluate their availability to lead the process.

On taxation, some Member States referred that ideally this subject should not be included in the revised ITRs. However, if the subject is to be addressed a more vague text should be produced. The group agreed that the ECP on taxation could be developed in line with these three options:
Option 1: SUP (provision 6.1.3);

Option 2: MOD1 

“Where, in accordance with the national law of a country, a fiscal tax is levied on collection charges for international telecommunication services, this tax shall normally be collected only in respect of international services billed to customers in that country, and   subject to applicable tax conventions on international double taxation, [unless other arrangements are made to meet special circumstances]”.
Option 3: MOD2 

“Member States are free to levy fiscal taxes on communication services in accordance with national laws; subject to applicable tax conventions on international double taxation. 

However, Member States should not apply excise [fiscal] taxes/ [surcharges] directly on to international incoming calls/ traffic”.

Member States were invited to produce position papers on taxation in writing to the next meeting.

ITU presented a paper on legal aspects of the ITRs revision and in particular on Art. 10. The Chairman referred to the importance of this provision which could shape the level of detail of the revised ITRs.

The group agreed on Draft ECP concerning Cibersecurity and Fraud. 

The Group has not agreed on the Spanish proposals to revise CEPT draft positions on Art. 1.5 and 3. 
The revised Draft ECP can be found at doc (12)30 Rev2. The group agreed to send this document to COM-ITU Plenary as an outcome of the DG meeting. 
CEPT Contributions for the 7th CWG WCIT-12 meeting
Under this agenda item, the CEPT contribution to the 7th CWG WCIT-12 was adopted. 
The contribution presented CEPT draft texts on new issues such as “international calling line identification”, “Cibersecurity” and “Fraud”.
In the course of the discussion of this contribution, Members States agreed inter alia:

· Not to submit a definition of SPAM.

· To suppress references to instructions.
The contribution can be found at doc (12)33 Rev2. The group agreed to send this document to COM-ITU Plenary as an outcome of the DG meeting.
Future work

The group agreed on the structure of a brief document to be exclusively used by CEPT Members. The document will contain CEPT argument / comments to issues related to the ITRs revision.   

Work Plan
The group took note of a timetable (INFO 6 for the meeting) with key milestones for the preparation of the WCIT and approved the participation of the Chairman as a speaker on a Joint ITU / ETNO Workshop. 
On the basis of such timetable, the group discussed the participation on preparatory meetings of other regions
