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	Summary:

	Germany withdraws its proposal for a WRC-16 agenda item to take regulatory measures which sets a framework for active services in the frequency range 275-1000 GHz and proposes corresponding changes to the CEPT Brief on 8.2 to ensure that active service are not precluded to use the frequency range 275 GHz and beyond.


	Proposal:

	PTA is invited to include the amended proposal 1.5 as an Annex to the CEPT Brief and delete it from the draft ECP “Resolution”.



	Background:

	WRC-12 has to decide on a review of footnote RR 5.565 under Agenda item 1.6 Res. 950 (WRC-07). Agenda item 1.6 focuses on the use of passive services. Recent technological developments within the semiconductor industry make it feasible to develop applications of active services in the frequency range 275 to 600 GHz and beyond. Germany has therefore proposed to include a proposal for a new agenda item to ensure the availability of spectrum for active service in the range above 275 GHz (see CPGPTA(2011)070).

It has to be noted now that the CPM Report from CPM11-2 contains a proposal to be included as example for a regulatory text, which includes also the possibility to use the spectrum 275 – 1000 GHz by active services. This proposal is supported by the ECP on Agenda item 1.6 Res. 950 (see ITU-R WRC12-5 Addendum 6) as well as other proposals from other regions.
CPG 12-7 concluded that, should this agenda item remain, it should be redrafted in a way ensuring the same regulatory status (allocation/designation) for passive and active services.
Therefore a decision from WRC-12 that the use of the bands above 275 GHz will be open for active services seems to be likely. In order to concentrate the work of CPG PTA on more critical issues under Agenda item 8.2, Germany will not insist to include this proposal into the draft ECP on AI 8.2, but still see a need to ensure that the bands above 275 GHz are available for active services as well as for passive services. Hence it is proposed to include the proposal as an Annex to the CEPT Brief in order to retain the content and to contribute it to WRC-12, if necessary.
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
