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1. Opening of the meeting

The Chairman of CPG PTA, Mr Alexander Kühn (Germany), greeted the delegates and observers to this tenth meeting of PTA, which was dedicated to WRC-12 Agenda items 2, 4 and 8.2 only.
Mr René Tschannen (Switzerland) welcomed the participants in the name of the Swiss administration. He also informed participants about the practicalities relating to the venue.

2. Approval of the agenda

The agenda was further amended, approved and is attached as Annex 2.
3. CPG decisions relevant to the work of CPG PTA 

The Chairman highlights decisions of CPG taken at the coordination meetings at the ITU-R CPM11-2 with relevance to PTA:
· On WRC-12 Agenda item 8.2

During the CPM11-2 CPG at its coordination meeting decided to make the content of the working document on WRC-12 Agenda item 8.2 (CPGPTA(2010)090 Annex 12) publicly available on a specific website of the ECO. This had been done by ECO and a hyperlink was included in the CPM-Report. CPG PTA was tasked to ensure that the information available under this link reflects the current status of the preparation of this AI.
4. Preparations for WRC-12

a) Information from outside CEPT

Mrs Luciana Camargos (CITEL) presented an update of the latest developments of the CITEL preparations towards WRC-12 agenda items 2, 4 and 8.2 at the recent PCC.II meeting in Santo Domingo (Dok. CPGPTA(2011)Info03). The coordinators were tasked to take account of the current CITEL positions when updating the draft Brief.
b) Possible outputs of this meeting of CPG PTA

The chairman exposed to the meeting possible outputs which could be developed and agreed at the present meeting. First, the revision of the draft CEPT Briefs and preliminary draft ECPs taking into consideration the guidance from CPG.
c) Organisation of work

At this meeting, CPG PTA established two drafting groups in order to develop outputs:

WRC-12 Agenda Items 2 and 4


(to examine the revised ITU‑R Recommendations incorporated by reference in the Radio Regulations & to review the resolutions and recommendations of previous conferences)

a) Agenda Item 2

A drafting group considered the draft Brief. Two contributions and one document for information were received from the CEPT coordinator (Documents CPGPTA(2011)040 and CPG PTA(2011)041 and CPGPTA(2011)Info01).
The Brief was updated taking full account of the report of the ITU BR to CPM11-2. The preliminary CEPT position was amended by support to the inclusion of a list of cross-references in Vol. IV. 
The meeting agreed to draw the attention of the BR to the fact that the availability at WRC-12 of revised ITU-R Recommendations which are incorporated by reference in all six ITU languages should have priority.
Based on the output from CPM11-2 regarding a possible modification of RES. 27 a new preliminary draft ECP was drafted. 
The draft Brief and the new preliminary draft ECP were adopted and attached as Annex 3 and Annex 4 to the present report.

b) Agenda Item 4

Two contributions were received from the coordinator in the Agenda item and PTC (Documents CPGPTA(2011)037 and CPGPTA(2011)038.
The draft Brief was modified, adopted and can be found in Annex 5.
The preliminary draft ECP based on the Doc. CPG(2010)042 Annex V AI 4 was modified, adopted and is attached as Annex 6 to the present minutes. CPG PTA agreed to draw the attention of CPG to the proposed modification of RES. 331, in particular the square brackets in resolves 1.

WRC-12 Agenda item 8.2


(to recommend to the Council items for inclusion in the agenda for the next WRC, and to give its views on the preliminary agenda for the subsequent conference and on possible agenda items for future conferences, taking into account Resolution 806 (WRC-07))

Following contributions were submitted in connection with WRC-12 Agenda item 8.2: 

CPGPTA(2011)002, CPGPTA(2011)011, CPGPTA(2011)036, CPGPTA(2011)039, CPGPTA(2011)042, CPGPTA(2011)043, CPGPTA(2011)044, CPGPTA(2011)045, CPGPTA(2011)046, CPTPTA(2011)047, CPGPTA(2011)048, CPGPTA(2011)049 and CPGPTA(2011)Info002.

a) Liaison Statements from other ECC Groups
CPG PTA noted with thanks the content of CPGPTA(2011)002, CPGPTA(2011)011, CPGPTA(2011)036, CPGPTA(2011)039. Further it was decided that any reply to those ECC groups should be based on the output of CPG12-7.
b) PTA conclusions and decisions

CPG PTA updated the draft Brief based on contribution CPG PTA(2011)048. Furthermore it was decided to reflect the latest development in the European Union. 
CPG PTA updated the draft new Resolution for WRC15/16 and accompanying Resolutions based on contributions and their further development during the meeting. 
Finland, France and GSM Association agreed to merge their proposals for an agenda item on mobile broadband including IMT only into one single proposal with two alternative supporting Resolutions.
Italy and EBU agreed to merge their proposals for an agenda item on mobile broadband and broadcasting into one single proposal with two alternative supporting Resolutions.
However it should be noted that aspects of mobile broadband are covered in all four supporting Resolutions. 
CPG PTA updated the working document with the completed template of Annex 2 of Resolution 804.
All above documents will be presented to CPG as result of the consideration by CPG PTA.
Additionally CPG PTA updated a working document evaluating the proposals based on the principles in Resolution 804. This document was considered to be no mature enough to be presented to CPG. Administrations are invited to consider possible amendments and provide contributions to finalise the document at the next CPG PTA meeting.
c) Specific comments to proposals for agenda items for WRC-16

· ”Active services in the range 275 - 1 000 GHz”

Concerns were expressed by one administration about the development of an agenda item dealing with only part of the services in a given frequency band as a continuation of WRC-12 Agenda item 1.6. Support by other administrations was given to the idea to cover all services in this frequency range.
· ”Wireless avionics intra-communications (WAIC)”

One administration raised concerns to this proposal as it refers to a single application only.
· ”Extension of EESS(active) in 9.5GHz (EESS+600MHz)”

A completed version of the proposal was submitted to the meeting as an MCP from Germany, France, and Spain (Dok. CPGPTA(2011)046). Additional support to this proposal was provided at the meeting by The Netherlands and Italy.
d) PT A output documents

CPG PTA adopted the revised draft brief (Annex 7) for Agenda Item 8.2. 
CPG PTA adopted the document (Annex 8) containing the draft new resolution for the WRC-16 agenda together with the draft resolutions accompanying the agenda items provided by the proponents of the agenda items.

The Chairman was tasked to ensure that the update of the document containing the draft new resolutions will be reflected correctly to the public, in particular to other regional organizations. It was noted that a decision to update the information has to be taken by CPG.
CPG PTA adopted the document (Annex 9) containing the completed templates in Annex 2 of Resolution 804 for each agenda item provided by the proponents of the agenda items.

These documents will be presented to CPG12-7.
CPG PTA adopted the working document (Annex 10) containing the evaluation of the compliance with the principles in the CEPT brief on AI 8.2 provided by the proponents of the agenda items.
