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ETSI Governance
Since last ECC meeting, an election was held at spring General Assembly for the post of ETSI Director-General. The Director General is since 1st of July Mr Luis Jorge Romero. During the next GA in November the BOARD will be elected as well.
Extended features in Next Generation Portal Platform
Since the spring 2011 GA the biggest share of the development efforts focussed on improving the existing applications of the portal and enhancing its security. The major changes are the following:

-"Latest Draft" improvement (launched in September)

- Ergonomy bundle (Launched mid-October).

Big set of bundled enhancements aiming at improving the user experience with many changes to the User Interface. Based on a collection of user feedback, 

-Security improvements (launched in July)

In addition one new portal application was launched: the "Action List" (launched in April).This application allows TBs to view and maintain a list of Action Item directly on their portal homepage. 

Continued success of ETSI Workshops

M2M workshop 

Highlights of M2M’s activity were demonstrated at the highly successful M2M workshop (26-27 October 2011) which attracted over 250 participants. This year’s edition of the workshop was greatly enhanced by the parallel multi-vendor demos, that demonstrated several early implementations based upon of the ETSI M2M solution.
Future Networks Technologies workshop

ETSI held a second workshop on Future Networks Technologies on 26-27 September 2011. It gathered 100 people and addressed the following topics: architecture, content centric networking, autonomic network management, mobile networks architecture and virtualization. Several work areas were identified as potential standardization topics for ETSI. Work on autonomic network management is already covered by the Industry Specification Group AFI (Autonomic network engineering for the self-managing Future Internet).

Standards in the Cloud: a transatlantic mindshare

ETSI held a workshop on Cloud computing standardization on 28-29 September 2011. It gathered 80 people. The objective of the workshop was to drill down the issues of standards for cloud computing from 3 major angles: policy, standardization, and user requirements. The workshop allowed gathering elements to devise a standards roadmap for EU. Potential work areas for ETSI are to channel EU regulatory provisions into standardization, collaborate with NIST, work with demand-side to address requirements and work with supply side for enabling certification.

Global Standards Production
Deliverables produced 
In 2010, a total of 3 024 standards were published which represents an increase of 18 % compared to 2009. At the end of September 2011, 2 512 deliverables were already published, which is a similar amount to 2010 as 2 562 were published over the same period in 2010.

  In the Pipeline for 2012
Partnerships are currently being discussed with the following organizations following the request of a technical committee:  WPC (Wireless Power Consortium); the Wimax Forum; the European Maritime Safety Agency (EMSA)the USB-Implementers Forum, the Euro-Asian Council for Standardization, Metrology and Certification and renewals with the following partners are to be assessed:. ECMA International, GSM Association, WiMedia Alliance, Continua Health Alliance, EPO, TETRA Association, NENA, ESMIG, IEEE-SA, APT, ERTICO, ISACC and the NFC Forum.
The Revision of the ETSI-ITU partnership framework, establishing a sole framework for all ITU sectors and optimizing technical collaboration, will continue on the agenda. Similarly, the revision of the partnership agreement with CEN and CENELEC, in particular updating the details of the existing Modes for technical collaboration (emphasis on joint working – Mode 5) will also be tackled.

Co-operation with BRIC countries

Russia

In 2011 ETSI Secretariat participated in the below mentioned activities in Russia:

· ETSI Secretariat supported 3GPP LTE event in the end of May 2011 in Moscow. This event helps to maintain a link with actively developing ICT market players in Russia.

· ETSI participation and presentations in the EU-Russia dialogue sub-group conformity assessments (June 2011). This group is on approximation of legislations and technical regulations for placing equipment on the market (including ICT equipment).

ETSI will continue support of the EU-Russia dialogue on ICT regulation and conformity assessments. Within the framework of the EU-Russia dialogue ETSI Secretariat assists to EC with the questions on:

· Approximation of Customs Union Technical Regulations (including Russian one) Technical Regulations (status of a federal law in Russia and other members of Customs Union, they are similar to European Directives) with relevant European legislation.

· TR on EMC is similar to EMCD, and

· TR on Low voltage includes provisions like in LVD and RTTED. In Russia LVD and RTTE are presented in one TR on LVD.

· Lists of standards for each Technical Regulation. There are two lists of standards:

· Voluntary list of standards (national, regional, European and international) by ROSTANDART (or Custom Union member NSO) containing essential requirements for products, and

· A list of mandatory standards (mainly national and regional based on European and international) adopted by the Government on methods of testing

In 2012 ETSI plans to continue support of the EU-Russia dialogue on conformity assessments and assist EC during the meetings planned in March/April 2012 (Brussels) and November/December 2012 (Moscow). 

This support will have more importance in the next few years. The next few years would be crucial for the developing of the Customs Union, which would include Russia, Belorussia, Kazakhstan, and now Kirgizia. More Post USSR countries are expected to join the Union.

Also ETSI plans to support 3GPP LTE event in the end of May 2012 in Moscow.

India

The ETSI Secretariat continues to monitor activities in India and in particular those of GISFI (Global ICT Standardization Forum of India).  Discussions have taken place with ministerial leaders concerning the creation of an Indian Standards Body for ICT but these discussions have so far been inconclusive. A number of technical body meetings have been held in India, particularly within the scope of 3GPP, and this provides a good opportunity for Indian industry to participate directly in standardization activities.  
Activities of ETSI as an ESO

European Standards
Up to the end of September 2011, 53 European Standards (ENs) have been published, of which 32 are Harmonized Standards. As a comparison 104 ENs were published in 2010 (a record year) while in 2009 58 ENs were published.

Mandated Work

2011 has been relatively quiet in terms of new “ICT-specific” standardisation mandates. However, the EC is now addressing all mandates to the 3 ESOs and therefore ETSI will receive more mandates but several of them will not be of any direct interest for ETSI. Since the last GA the Board has accepted mandate M/493 (standardisation in support of the Location Enhanced Emergency Call Service) and M/496 (standardisation regarding Space industry). Further mandates are to be expected in 2012, perhaps most significantly on the Internet of Things. 

Support to Member State Committees

TCAM

ETSI Secretariat continued to provide support to the EC/EFTA through the provision of Harmonised Standards related to the essential requirements of Directive 1999/5/EC as well as attending the member state committee (TCAM) and ad hoc groups as requested. Reports were provided to the TCAM meetings on the work performed. Translations of the titles of the Harmonised Standards were provided to the TCAM Secretariat using the EC-created database to permit the listing of the Harmonised Standards in the OJEU so that the EC can produce the listings on request.

ETSI is pleased to note that the publications in the OJEU became periodic as of the last year. Regular listing ensures that investment made by our members in the voluntary production of Harmonised Standards is rewarded by a speedy listing and the ability to place products on the marked via the presumption of conformity route. 
ETSI as a Service Providing Organization 

Centre for Testing and Interoperability (CTI)

The CTI continues to provide hands-on expertise and support to the ETSI Technical Organization (and in specific cases also to 3GPP) for:

· Standards validation (focusing on Plugtests™ interoperability events)

· Development of test specifications (conformance and interoperability).

· Application of protocol specification techniques

· Advancement and application of testing methodologies and best practices, including TTCN-3

· ETSI Interoperability Cluster

· Protocol Naming and Numbering registration
Of particular interest in this period are the two ITS events: Cross Technology Evaluation (ITS G5 - DSRC) and Co-operative Mobile Systems, and the TC M2M interoperability demo.
