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The attached excel sheet contains an updated list of ETSI Harmonized Standards under development related to ECC work.
This spread sheet has been developed within WGSE to ease within the ECC family the monitoring of ETSI draft harmonised standards, in particular when related to ECC deliverables or ongoing activities. WG SE recently noted that the process was not as efficient as expected and invited the ECO and the ETSI Liaison Officer to work together to try and improve the layout of the responsibility spread sheet. 
As such, the layout has been modified with the current requirements/changes:
· Only ETSI Harmonized Standards EN covering the essential requirements of article 3.2 of the R&TTE Directive are presented.

· The overview of the alignment of ETSI standards with CEPT/ERC Rec.74-01 (ERM RM – M/I/ERM-RM-025) is presented in the first row. Note this is the only non EN standard. 
· The “current status” column is amended with a link to the “work item schedule” for each standard

· The following columns are proposed for deletion as they do not provide useful information or are now being covered by the newly added “work item schedule” link:

· Nb id

· ETSI project number

· Procedure

· Achieved date

· Next status/target date

· PUB/plan as version

· A new column “scope” is added to provide the system and the operating frequency range.

· A new column “ECC related deliverables” is added.

· EN standards that are related to an ECC deliverables are presented first to the list.
The main objectives are to simplify the document by removing some details about the ETSI process (noting that it is not the intention to duplicate any ETSI database) and to provide more information about the related ECC deliverables and/or activities.
