3.1
ECC

ECC presented general issues, such as changes in structure, Rules of Procedure, Chairmen, Liaison Officers, etc. These included:
· End of term for Mr Ewers; the most likely successor will be Mr Eric Fournier (F). The first meeting will be in March 2013. A related procedure to appoint a new Vice-Chairman will also follow beginning 2013. 
· The Chairman of WG SE is no longer available since joint the ECO. Since only one application has been received, from the WG SE Vice-Chairman, Mr Karl Löw, he will follow Mr Espinosa in the Chairmanship of WG SE. A new Vice-Chairman will be appointed in the next meeting of WG SE.
· Creation of FM52 on 2300-2400 MHz band
· Creation of FM53 on RRS and LSA
· Closer cooperation between ETSI ERM TG26 ‘Maritime’ and ECC FG ‘Maritime’.
It was clarified that the SRdoc on LSA in the 2.3-2.4 GHz would fit under FM52.

The Chairman of WG FM informed that the ECC FG Maritime already appointed Mr Thomas Klavitz (D) as dedicated reporter to assure connection between the groups ECC FG Maritime and ERM-TG26.
· WGSE appointed a new SE21 Chairman, Ms Meta Pavsek from Slovenia.
A two weeks notification phase (Administrations only) is now indicated on the ECC public consultation webpage.

3.2
ETSI

ETSI informed about the new EN approval procedure. There is good progress in the considerations and it is assumed that the procedure could be finally implemented already at the end of the year.  

A new approval process ENAP (EN Approval Procedure) was launched in October 2012.

This new process means that both the Public Enquiry and voting processes run together at an early stage (120 days duration). If technical comments are submitted at this stage, the deliverables will then be sent on a further national vote (60 days duration) after resolution of the comments. If no comments are received, the deliverable proceeds straight to publication.

The reasons for developing this new process were:

· to resolve the problem of ENs being published even after technical comments had been submitted during the OAP. Previously ETSI had no choice other than publishing these standards with errors.

· to avoid having too many Harmonized Standards listed in the Official Journal as a result of several versions of the same standards being published to resolve the errors of the earlier versions.

3.3
EC

EC Standardisation Mandate on RRS

Mr Popescu (DG ENTR) informed about the current state of the Mandate on RRS. The comments from the consultation of Member States have been considered, and the result is being translated. It is expected that the Mandate will be sent out to the ESO’s in a few weeks.
RSPP
Mr Bart Schaap (DG CNECT) informed on the current status of the RSPP and on Article 9 of the Radio Spectrum Policy Programme (RSPP) which has been adopted on 14 March 2012; it mentioning the goal of setting up a spectrum inventory to be administered by the Commission. The inventory should allow the identification of spectrum bands where efficiency of existing spectrum use could be improved in order to accommodate spectrum demand in support of Union policies, to promote innovation and to enhance competition. The inventory should cover spectrum in the frequency range 400 MHz to 6 GHz. Preparations for the implementation of the spectrum inventory are on-going. Radio Spectrum Committee (RSC) is currently dealing with a draft implementation measure on spectrum inventory. A study on "Inventory and review of spectrum use: Assessment of the EU potential for improving spectrum efficiency" is already finalised and published on the web of the EC. The Commission has also launched a Study on "Analysis of technology trends, future needs and demand for spectrum" which should focus on the demand side of spectrum inventory.

Review of the co-operation between ETSI, ECC, and EC


4.1
Production of System Reference documents (SRdocs)

EFIS now includes information on ETSI SRdocs and draft SRdocs to enhance the visibility of developments in spectrum to enable stakeholders to take part in the process at the right time; the addition of this information to EFIS is evaluated as a positive development. It was however noted that not all developments will be visible through this mechanism since SRdocs are not prepared for all systems under discussion in the ECC. The update of the information about SRdocs in EFIS is done by ECO after each ERM meeting, 3 times a year and when SRdocs actually arrive at ECC WGFM. A conference call was held between ETSI and ECO in July 2012 where the following points were agreed: links to ETSI information should preferably point to the ETSI website to provide the latest information, and SRdocs query should contain a disclaimer mentioning that additional SRdocs are available on the ETSI website (possibly providing the link).

ETSI reported that its work programme is being enhanced to include radio frequency information. The application is nearly ready; the next step is to fill the related fields in the ETSI work programme. 

More visibility of the SRdoc information on EFIS is desired. See section 4.4 for the related action point. 
Action points 15/02 to cooperate on preparing the SRdoc overview and 15/03 to put EG 201 788 and EG 201 399 under the button "Guide" on the ETSI portal or a link there to the ETSI Radio Spectrum webpage were completed and therefore deleted.
It was found that this agenda item could be merged with agenda item 4.2.

General comments/developments on production of Harmonised Standards (HSs), ECC Decisions/Recommendations, etc.

Withdrawal of ECC Decisions and Recommendations

ETSI emphasised the need of early information when ECC is planning to withdraw ECC Decisions and Recommendations.
The Chairman of WG FM depicted the current procedure, which is considered as very transparent. The procedures are a bit different for withdrawal of ECC Decisions and Recommendations. There is enough time for ETSI to be informed at any stages. Information about ECC public consultations are circulated to ETSI members by the ETSI Secretariat. In addition, there is a section in the WG FM minutes intended for distribution to ETSI.
ETSI raised concerns that people could be puzzled if certain applications fall out of regulation. Explanation was given that the content will be covered in any case in other appropriate locations. Usually the withdrawal decisions contain a dedicated paragraph on the background and new place of the information/regulation.
With regards to the current considerations on ECC/DEC/(98)22, ETSI TC DECT, as described in Document (12)05, is requesting cooperation on the possible withdrawal, most likely directly with ECC PT1. ECC tasked ECC PT1 to deal with this matter, but is currently not intending to withdraw the Decision. TC DECT is looking forward to a formal LS on further cooperation. It has been agreed to inform the Chairman of ECC PT1 on the request, see action point 16/06.  

ETSI database

Information has been given on the completion of action point 15/03. The ETSI database  contains now appropriate fields to fill relevant  frequency bands.  

SRdocs and Draft SRdocs are also implemented now in EFIS.

The completed action points 15/03 and 15/04 were deleted from the list of current action points.

4.3
List of related ETSI Harmonized Standards and ECC Decisions under development
Document (12)07 has been introduced by the Office, presenting the changes and editorials. The spread sheet is intended to replace the latest available. ETSI will check the red highlighted cells and ‘none identified’ fields (action point 16/07). The resulting spread sheet will also be put on the related ECC-ETSI joint webpage, which is planned to be coupled to the ETSI website (see also action point 16/01). It was found that it would usually be preferable to have all the joint information on the ECC-ETSI joint webpage and reference be made to that webpage, rather than copying the information in more than one place. This would avoid having to synchronize different places where the information is available.
Information will be given in the forthcoming ECC meeting to the ECC groups on the related changes of the spread sheet. 
The ECO encouraged ETSI to improve the availability of such information about TC SES deliverables.
The question was raised on the possibility to have information with the related WIs or deliverables added in the Work programme databases of ETSI and/or the ECC, e.g. the number of the relevant ECC deliverables could be added to the ETSI work programme. The ETSI Secretariat said that it might be easier in ETSI to couple related ETSI and ECC deliverables through the ‘hierarchical work item’ rather than the ETSI work programme. The meeting agreed to create an action point to consider the possibility to have appropriate links among the related databases. Through the coupling of related deliverables in the work programmes or hierarchical work item, a document such as document (12)07 could be more automatically generated and kept up-to-date.

It was recognized that there may be times when the Harmonized Standard is revised while the corresponding ECC deliverable does not need updating.

The meeting also discussed the name of the section’s title, which should also be reconsidered, since there is, from the ETSI side, only relation seen to ECC deliverables.

4.4
Provision of information on spectrum and the related ETSI Harmonized Standards

Mr Kermoal presented document (12)06 on EFIS.

ECA is now merged into the overall EFIS database; this should be reflected in the future communications. The ECA application no longer exists. The ECC EFIS Decision underwent public consultation already, wherein the terminology between EFIS and ECA has been aligned. The issue of referencing the relevant ETSI Standard in the ECA table has been solved automatically, since the EFIS DB already contained that information.
EFIS interface now allows direct lookup in the ECA fields, which are now an integral part of the EFIS.

It was noted that a revision of ERC Report 25 “The European Table of frequency allocations and applications in the frequency range 9 kHz to 3000 GHz (ECA Table)” is now under public consultation.

Recalling the discussion on the new capabilities of EFIS with respect to SRdocs and the importance of interested parties in being aware of possible changes in the radio spectrum, it was felt necessary to develop a specialised communication on the new capabilities of EFIS, maybe through a special edition of the ECC newsletter. – ETSI will also consider an appropriate place to put this information. The implementation will be kept on the Office side. The good cooperation was noted between ETSI ERM Chairman, the ETSI Secretariat and the Office.

4.5
Considerations on receiver parameters

EC Workshop

The Commission informed that DG ENTR Unit G4 in close cooperation with DG CNECT Unit B4 has organised a workshop on “Coexistence challenges of LTE deployment – the readiness of equipment standards and related issues” on 18 October 2012 at the premises of DG ENTR. As is mentioned in the invitation, the workshop is intended to share views among the participants on this issue, which could take into account if the enabling of coexistence of services requires further mandating with regard to standardisation. Participation in the workshop is by invitation. 
The SetTop-Box issue is considered to be under the EMC Directive.
It was asked whether the EC Workshop would lead to a CENELEC activity or a CENELEC/ETSI activity. The EC replied that the follow-up actions could be a combination of informal actions by industry to improve standards plus actions from an EC mandate. A future standardization mandate would be addressed to all ESOs. Mr Fournier saw a role for ETSI in providing test signals.
Mr Tosato was concerned about the out-of-band emission from the LTE user unit which is an in-band SRD interferer. He referred to the tests done in the UK. He is preparing input for the relevant meetings.
Mr Pastukh talked about SRDs claiming protection. Mr Tosato said that the EC Decision on SRDs uses ‘systems’ instead of ‘radiocommunication services’.

Rx parameters

ECC still relies on the incorporation of Rx parameters in ETSI standards, which has been appreciated on the ETSI side. ECC emphasised that receiver parameters are essential for compatibility and sharing studies performed within CEPT, e.g. in SE7, SE24, SE44 or PT1, although they are not requested for all radio systems in the R&TTE directive. 

ETSI confirmed the importance of the receiver parameter and noted the inclusion in many Harmonized Standards; sometimes they can be found in the related System Reference documents but such documents have no legal value under the R&TTE Directive. An overview of receiver parameters in ETSI standards is given in ETSI TR 102 914. It was noted that the R&TTE Directive is still under revision, an update of the draft is expected soon.

It was further noted that there are sometimes receiver parameters in CEN/CENELEC standards, for example for alarms.

A connection to the risk assessment was made; the ECC contributed but have not yet received a response from ADCO R&TTE & EMC. It is expected that ADCO R&TTE and EMC will directly contribute to the forthcoming ECC.

There was also a brief discussion about the state of art of the risk assessment tool developed by ADCO EMC and R&TTE. A first test version will be available soon. It was recognized that receiver parameters are needed for this work, but such parameters are not always available in ETSI standards. It was not clear how ADCO R&TTE and EMC were planning to perform the risk assessment without these parameters.

If ADCO R&TTE & EMC needs help in the test phase, ETSI and ECC are prepared to provide support. If more data on receivers is needed, ADCO R&TTE and EMC shall send a request and in cooperation with ETSI, the ECC will consider a proper response. Furthermore the ECC offers assistance on any needed information in related frequency bands.

It was further noted that there is an RSPG group on interference management which had just started its work. Receivers are one of the topics for discussion there. See section 7 for more information.
4.6
ECC-ETSI process depiction

The Office introduced document (12)04 containing purely editorial changes to improve the readability of the text. It was agreed to clearly indicate on the document that this was an editorial update. The ECC will check the use of the terminology ‘ECC regulation’ in the text since formally the ECC does not make regulation. The content was agreed by the meeting with minor changes, and the text will be made available at the joint ECC-ETSI website linked from the related ETSI portal page. 

Taking into account these final changes, action point 15/04 is completed and therefore deleted.

ETSI informed that the TCAM INNOV WG has been closed. Three of the action points have been completed. The ECC had no comments related to action point 15/11; the meeting agree to close it also. All of the related action points will be deleted. 
4.9
Cooperation on the evaluation of Block Edge Mask (BEM)
The chairman of ERM/MSG-TFES, Mr Esa Barck (FIN) reported on the cooperation with FM22 on conducted measurements and the assessment of related results. Unfortunately they feel that the contribution of  ERM/MSG-TFES has been ignored and found no impact in related reports of FM22 to WG FM.
The WG FM Chairman referred to the related discussion in WG FM in May and September 2012. Contributions were invited on the approach and also on conducted and radiated field measurements. The term ‘measurement’ is seen in different ways within FM22. The radiated field measurements are seen not to be accurate enough by nature. Therefore in several cases also conducted measurements are needed to back-up the results of the radiated field measurements, especially on unusual results. 

It was noted that in the various CEPT countries, not every monitoring group is allowed to perform conducted measurements, and these can only perform radiated field measurements. 

The main problem with monitoring is the efficiency of the task itself. The field measurements are seen as the fastest approach and, if resulting in ‘normal’ values, there is no need for further assessment. If the results diverge from the expectation, conducted measurements should additionally be made in cooperation with the related operator of the base station under consideration.

Related additions on necessary administrative steps are needed in the ECC Recommendation. Additional annexes to the Recommendation shall be included reflecting the needed steps for conducted measurements on the varying IMT technologies. WG FM agreed that both radiated field and conducted measurements will be added to the Recommendation.

The issue of measurement uncertainties has been raised and referred back into FM22 to handle the issue for possible inclusion into the draft amended Recommendation.

The meeting concluded that the ETSI colleagues are invited to attend and contribute to the work of FM22.  The next meeting of FM22 is in November 2012 meeting. The meeting agreed to close the AP 15/09; it will be reopened if the cooperation does not run smoothly AP15/10 has also been reviewed and will be kept to the next meeting. ECC-PT1 has made a report for the EC.

4.10
Non-regulated band for ESOMPs (22.1 ‑ 22 GHz)
The ECC side reported on discussions on the optional inclusion of the band 21.4-22 GHz in the draft ETSI Harmonized Standard without regulatory background. Some national Administrations have indicated that they are not satisfied with the current draft ETSI Harmonized Standard, even after the modifications done by TC SES. ETSI reported that there had been a market need expressed in TC SES to include that band, but if detailed information is needed, then TC SES would need to be contacted. 

It was noted that the draft ETSI Harmonized Standard is under Public Enquiry, therefore the concerned Administrations should submit their comments and proposed changes to their National Standards Organizations.

It was noted that this receive band 22.1-22 GHz was only included in the scope of the draft Harmonized Standard.

The meeting asked WG FM to send a related comment to TC SES, containing the question why the band is included and expressing the concern that there is no related regulation available. This was agreed and a related AP has been created.

5.1
Draft Harmonised Standard on WSD

The Chairman of WG FM requested clarification on the draft Harmonised Standard on White Space Devices (WSD). He emphasized that coordination between countries on their borderlines will be needed for such devices and that there may be differences in the frequency allocations used in different countries for WSDs. WG FM has prepared a report for the ECC. WG FM has not sent a response Liaison Statement back to ETSI. The minutes of the last WG FM meeting reflect the discussion. The ECC will consider this issue at its upcoming meeting and may draft a LS to TC ERM.

The ECC noted that a lack of information (e.g. a SRdoc) from ETSI on these devices may be interpreted as a lack of interest from industry on WSD. The ECC found that a high level description of what was intended to be included in the Harmonized Standard (e.g. a SRdoc) was needed.

The Chairman of WG FM raised concerns with regards to a possible conclusion of regulatory issues, which have not been requested from the ECC family side. If ETSI is developing this Harmonized standard, further active support especially on the regulatory part is needed. 
The ECC clarified that the trigger for the studies done by WG SE studies was not a SRdoc but instead the WRC agenda item 1.19 and developments in the USA.

The meeting agreed to the offer of Mr Pastukh to liaise with ETSI TC ERM on the matter.

6.1
Presentation of the preparation of the Global Standards Collaboration (GSC#17)

An oral report was given by the TC ERM Chairperson, Gabrielle Owen (NL), on the tentative agenda of the next GSC meeting. The meetings are now scheduled every 18 months instead of annually. A dedicated report will be available for the #17 ECC-ETSI meeting. 

A Task Force (TF) initiated by ETSI is trying to promote global harmonization of the limits for Electronic Article Surveillance (EAS) using the European limits as the basis. Mr Popescu said that his Unit in the EC is setting up Free Trade Agreements and suggested to send information on EAS to Mr Javier Arregui, team leader. Noting that standards are compulsory in other parts of the world, Mr Popescu recommended to inform DG ENTR if there are initiatives in other parts of the world which do not fit with the European situation. 

Other TFs of the GSC are working on subjects such as Emergency Communications, ITS, and M2M.

6.2
Logistic arrangements when hosting meetings 
The meeting discussed shortly the ETSI Code of Conduct provided in document (12)03. If there are great differences between the practices of ETSI and ECC in hosting meetings, then it may be difficult to co-locate ETSI and ECC meetings. 

The ECC was of the opinion that it would lead to ambiguity to oblige the participants of meetings to choose the same hotel only because of matters of hosting costs. The ECC informed that there is no limitation in its RoP on hosting meetings with regards to the participants. The ECC uses the philosophy that the Chairman arranges the venues for the meetings.
The ECC also reported they never experienced problems in finding hosts, neither for small meetings nor for larger groups like ECC PT1, the CPG or the ECC itself.

ETSI informed also that their premises under reconstruction will be available starting January 2013, which could ease the issue also from the ETSI side.

7
Other matters of common interest: EC related


Information was given by the Commission on the on-going work in the RSPG Group on Interference Management. The EC related RSPG workgroup has been created to provide a report on the issue. The rapporteur of this workgroup is Mr Bernd Weinauge of BNetzA; and the first meeting of the WG was held on 5 and 6 September in Mainz.
