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Chairman notes to the draft agenda

Dear colleagues,

The following notes have been drafted in order to help you to prepare our forthcoming ECC PT1 meeting in Reykjavik. As far as possible the necessary actions and decisions to be taken at our meeting are outlined in these notes. 

I would highly appreciate if you could inform me on serious difficulties you have already beforehand the meeting so that the timetable can be adjusted to give sufficient time to resolve all issues during plenary and relevant sub working groups. 

I would like to remind you that all input documents have to be sent in electronic form to the ECC PT1 secretariat, copy to myself and will be placed on the ECC PT1 web pages (www.cept.org/ecc/groups/ecc/ecc-pt1/client/meeting-documents). A notice will be sent out by e-mail by the ECC PT1 secretariat. The ECC PT1 web page will therefore be used to provide you with all documents relevant for the meeting.

The deadline to submit documents to this meeting is 8 September 12 h00 [Paris time].
The template for the next ECC PT1 meeting can be downloaded from the ECC PT1 web page.

Our opening session provides an opportunity to share information and to provide a common background to all the participants before launching detailed activities in sub working groups (SWG). This is also an opportunity to highlight issues which need consideration in SWGs.  

ECO will provide some information on various topics in particular on the new web sites, the Electronic working methods and its involvement in Research activities.  

A general plenary discussion will take place at the end of our opening session on the revision of ECC Decision 06(01) due to the results of the last ECC. ECC agreed to focus the development of harmonisation measures by implementing results of the CEPT Report 39 in the FDD frequency bands only (i.e. 1920 ‑ 1980/ 2110 ‑ 2170 MHz) and to carefully investigate further solutions for efficient usage of both TDD bands (1900 ‑ 1920 and 2010 ‑ 2025 MHz).
In particular, ECC PT1 is invited to provide a recommendation to ECC on the development of the amended ECC Decision on technical conditions 
· either for the FDD band only 
· or, with additional delays, for the FDD and TDD bands. 
This issue should be discussed in opening plenary including how we could proceed our investigations on implementation of technical conditions in 1900 ‑ 1920 and 2010 ‑ 2025 MHz frequency bands and on solutions for efficient usage of both TDD bands (1900 ‑ 1920 and 2010 ‑ 2025 MHz). The result of opening plenary discussions should give guidance for further development of the recommendation to ECC in SWG A and relevant further activities in SWG C. 
The SWGs will provide opportunities to have detailed discussions on relevant identified issues from the draft agenda. The SWG E will meet in case of contributions. During our closing session and based on results of discussion of SWGs, we will approve the various LS and agreed way forwards including the need of CG to be established further to the ECC PT1 plenary.  

The main issues to be considered at the next ECC PT1 meeting are the following ones:  

1. SWG A 
Finalisation of ECC DEC(11)HH

SWG A should consider the results of the public consultation of the draft ECC Decision (11)HH and identify for each comment a way forward. A consensus approach between options A & B may be investigated as a proper way forward to be submitted to ECC. 

We should also keep aware WG FM on the results achieved and assess what sort of comments on ECC Dec 07 02 could be provided at this stage of development of the Decision (11)HH.

Concerning the identification of the possible use in the duplex gap (3.49 - 3.51 GHz) of the FDD band plan, further to comments from the public consultation, SWG A should draft relevant information to the next WG FM for the launching of the WI. The relevant comments from the Public Consultation on the draft new Dec(11)HH band should be taken into account by WG FM.
Based on contributions received on “assessment of the spectrum management migration issues from the current situation to the future framework” and on “Implications of the downlink-only mode of TDD” (see ECC PT1(11)119_Annex 5 – Work items 5 & 6), these issues could be considered either in SWG A or SWG C. This will be clarified during the opening plenary. 
Concerning ECO report 03, ECC tasked the Office to update the 3.4 - 3.8 GHz band into this document. We should consider guidance to be provided to ECO particularly on the template and when it will be appropriate to update the ECO report and how. 
In previous meetings, ECO recalled that a RIS model should be developed in relation with this new Decision. Further to the approval of way forward on the Decision (11)HH, this issue should be addressed also. In particular ECC PT1 should identify the proper timeline to develop the RIS model and the relevant content (frequency band plan and LRTC).

2 GHz: revision of ECC Dec 06 01 

Based on results of discussions in opening plenary, SWG A should consider recommendation to provide to ECC on revision of ECC Decision(06)01 and in particular how the TDD issues will be managed by ECC PT1.
BDA2GC 

Some information was provided during the last ECC on that topic. This should be taken into account by ECC PT1. 

Review of ECC DEC/REC

ECO will provide an update of our document of review of ECC DEC/REC that should be considered by ECC PT1

Decision(06)07 – GSM On Board Aircraft

Taking into account the outcome on the discussions regarding the ECC structure and decisions of the last ECC, ECC PT1 is now responsible for the review this ECC Decision(06)07 (see minutes of last ECC section 8.3). Contributions are invited on that topic.
However, the technical work will be carried out by WG SE / PT SE7 since the revision of Report ECC 93 is also expected (see ECC PT1 (11)132). 
ITU R issues : WP5D
The rapporteur will provide information from the last ITU-R WP 5D. If necessary, ECC PT1 could consider developing relevant input to the next meeting of ITU-R WP 5D.
Whatever the result of the discussions will be on the 3,5 GHz band at ECC PT1, it is not expected that a CEPT input will be submitted to WP 5D on that matter.
Work programme and list of deliverables
Further to the agreed way forward during the meeting, SWG A should update its work program (ECC(11)36_Annex_5) and the relevant list of deliverables to the work of ECC PT1 (ECC PT1(11)119_Annex07).

2. SWG C 

Cross border issues 

· ECC Recommendation (08)02
SWG C should address the results of relevant CG activity and agree on the way forward. Further to approval by ECC PT1, the next step should be to submit the updated recommendation for approval for public consultation at the next WG FM.
· Others work items 

Further to discussions that took place at the last meeting, contributions are invited on a possible way forward for ERC/REC(01)01.

Further to the progress on the development of ECC DEC(11)HH, a new ECC Recommendation on Cross-Border Coordination for the 3.5 GHz band should be considered. A work item is already identified within the ECC PT1 work program data base. 
ECC DEC(06)01

Further to the last ECC meeting, a CG activity was launched and focused on the development of harmonisation measures by implementing results of the CEPT Report 39 in the FDD frequency bands only (i.e. 1920-1980 MHz / 2110-2170 MHz) (see ECO forum). SWG C should consider the relevant output of this CG and identify the way forward. 

Concerning the TDD (1900-1920 and 2010-2025 MHz) and further to discussions that will take place during opening plenary, SWG C should investigate further solutions for efficient usage of both TDD bands.

3,5 GHz: “BEM” + “coexistence between TDD networks” + others issues
Further to the discussions that took place at the last meeting and initial contribution received, additional contributions are invited to progress on the assessment of the suitability of the current BEM for the band (see ECC Rec (04)05) and to determine if there is a need to develop a new LRTC/BEM for IMT / MFCN with large channel bandwidth (an ECC PT1 work item already exists – see ECC PT1 work program data base).
Contributions are invited on “measures to facilitate coexistence between adjacent TDD networks” (see ECC PT1(11)119_Annex 5 – Work item 1).

Based on contributions received on “assessment of the spectrum management migration issues from the current situation to the future framework” and on “Implications of the downlink-only mode of TDD” (see ECC PT1(11)119_Annex 5 – Work items 5 &6), these issues could be considered either in SWG A or SWG C. This will be clarified during the opening plenary. 

IMT and radars at 2,7 GHz

The relevant CG activity provided information on time to the request from SE 21 (see ECC PT1(11)136). At this stage, there is no need for further activity from our side.
Lessons learned from practical implementations of LRTC (BEM)
The last ECC agreed to extend for 18 months the collection of lessons learned from practical experience with the LRTC in the 800 MHz, 2,6 GHz and 3,5 GHz. Contributions and relevant feedback are invited in order to update the content of our position paper on LRTC (see ECC PT1(11)119_Annex 12).

LS from other entities 

SWG C should consider LS received and draft relevant responses, if necessary.  

Work program and list of deliverables
Further to the agreed way forward during the meeting, SWG C should update its work program (ECC(11)36_Annex_5) and the relevant list of deliverables to the work of ECC PT1 (ECC PT1(11)119_Annex07).
3. SWG D 

SWG D should finalise our information document on mobile broadband landscape (see ECC PT1(11)119_Annex 21) and consider if the SWG could be closed further to this activity.
4. SWG E 

This group is still on hold. I invite contributions prior to our meeting to identify if there is an interest to keep it on hold in our work program.
5. Next ECC PT1 Meetings 

Thanks to administrations providing hosting of ECC PT1 meetings. 
· Please note in particular that we are finalising the proper meeting date with our host for our next ECC PT1 plenary in April 2012. 

· We shifted the date of our September 2012 meeting to the week after in order to avoid conflicts with WG SE meeting and we shifted the date from April to May 2013 for our second meeting in 2013.
