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At the moment there are 5 ECC Recommendations on cross border coordination for MFCN including IMT in force:
· ECC/REC/(11)05 (Frequency planning and frequency coordination for terrestrial systems for Mobile Fixed Communications Networks in the frequency band 2500-2690 MHz), 

· ECC/REC/(11)04 (Frequency planning and frequency coordination for terrestrial systems for Mobile Fixed Communications Networks in the frequency band 790-862 MHz), 

· ECC/REC/(08)02 (GSM 900 (including E-GSM)/UMTS 900, GSM 1800/UMTS 1800 Land Mobile Systems), 

· ECC/REC/(05)08 (GSM 900, GSM 1800, E-GSM and GSM-R Land Mobile Systems) and

· ERC/REC/(01)01 (Border coordination of UMTS).
As the titles of the 2 most recent recommendations show, the nature of the 5 recommendations are similar and it appears therefore reasonable to merge them into one new ECC Recommendation for frequency planning and frequency coordination for terrestrial systems for Mobile Fixed Communications Networks.
The envisioned structure is similar to ITU-R Recommendation M.1036, meaning that the considerings and recommends could be general and the specific bands with their different conditions each in one Annex.

As the cycle for revising the Recommendations is the same and ECC Rec (01)01 has to be revised anyway, it would save some work to revise only one Recommendation.
Germany proposes therefore to merge the 5 ECC Recommendations on cross border coordination for MFCN including IMT into one general Recommendation with specific conditions in the different bands in Annexes.
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
