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Introduction
ECC PT1 in its 39th meeting will consider the results of the public consultation of the draft ECC Decision (11)HH. This contribution provides some additional information related to the planned frequency arrangements in the 3.4-3.6GHz band outside Europe which are of interest in further discussions in Europe.
Proposal
ECC/PT1 is expected to finalise the draft ECC Decision (11)HH in its September meeting considering the responses to the Public Consultation. 

It is proposed to take into account publicly available positions contributed to the ITU-R process, namely:

· 5D/946, Japan : " Japan believes that, in addition to the TDD frequency arrangement, it is essential to include the FDD frequency arrangement in the band 3 400-3 600 MHz in the draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1036-3."

· 5D/953, NTT DoCoMo INC., SOFTBANK MOBILE Corp. : " believe that the FDD mode operation is essential for IMT, including in the 3 400-3 600 MHz band, based on our experience in the deployment and operation of the IMT network. "
· NTT DoCoMo INC., SOFTBANK MOBILE Corp reiterated their position in a multi-operator contribution (5D/1056) : with “some technical and operational reasons in support of the FDD frequency arrangement in the 3 400-3 600 MHz band.”

Conclusion
It is expected that ECC/PT1 will take into consideration positions expressed in the ITU-R documents quoted above. 
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
