As reflected in section 13.2 of the minutes, the 29th ECC meeting invited ECC PT1 to provide, further to its resolution meeting of comments from the public consultation of Draft ECC Decision (11)HH, relevant information to the next WG FM on the above issue.

At its meeting in Reykjavik (12-14 September 2011), ECC PT1 has discussed the comments from the public consultation. Currently the Draft Decision still contains two options A and B for the Decides 2. Both options contain a paired (FDD) and an unpaired (TDD) frequency arrangement.

Therefore, any possible use in the duplex gap of the paired (FDD) arrangement (3.49 – 3.51 GHz) would potentially not be harmonised across CEPT, as a number of CEPT countries might implement the unpaired (TDD) arrangement, in which the duplex gap spectrum is fully utilised by the MFCN / IMT systems.

ECC PT1 has started to develop a BEM for MFCN / IMT systems in the 3.4 – 3.6 GHz band and will keep WG FM informed about the progress of this work so that WG FM can take into account the adjacent band situation when studying possible use in the duplex gap.

ECC PT1 has also developed a document comparing the current regulatory framework as in ECC Decision (07)02 and ECC Recommendation (04)05 with the the framework as contained in Draft ECC Decision (11)HH. This document is attached for your information.
