ECC PT1 thanks WG FM for the liaison statement regarding the revision of Decision ECC(06)07 and Report ECC 93.

Following the discussions that occurred during ECC in June 2011, it is understood that WG SE will be in charge of revising Report ECC 93 while the revision of Decision ECC(06)07 will be the task of ECC PT1 (it is noted that WG RA had developed the initial version of Decision ECC(06)07 in 2006 as well as the amendment in 2009 adding the 2,6 GHz band to the list of the frequency bands controlled by the NCU).

ECC PT1 noted that the motivation for the revision of the two documents relates to the addition of the 2 GHz band (1920-1980 MHz and 2110-2170 MHz) to the list of the connectivity bands with the view to provide an onboard service based on IMT technologies (FDD).

In addition, ECC PT1 suggests that CEPT take the opportunity of the revision of the two documents to add the 800 MHz band (791-821 MHz / 832-862 MHz) to the list of the bands controlled by the NCU. The band has been auctioned in many CEPT countries and is already in use in some of them. It is therefore expected that terminals will imminently dispose of 800 MHz capabilities. Therefore those terminals, when used onboard aircraft, may interfere with the terrestrial networks, if not controlled by the NCU. 

The list of protected ground systems (see table 1 of ECC Decision (06)07) could also be updated to include LTE systems (as envisaged in footnote 7 of the Decision).  

ECC PT1 will align the schedule for the revision of Decision ECC(06)07 on the timeline WGSE will decide with respect to the revision of Report ECC 93.
