Dear Didier,

I am pleased to inform that WG FM has started discussions on potential future use of the unpaired 1900-1920 MHz and 2010-2025 MHz frequency bands. 

During its 73rd meeting, WG FM decided to create a correspondence group to work on the following topics:

a) To identify in a reasonable timeframe bands to pair with the above mentioned unpaired 2 GHz bands, other than those already studied by ECC PT1;

b) To assess in both unpaired frequency bands possible candidate applications others than IMT;

c) To provide information on new band-sharing concepts/techniques currently under investigation by WG FM (e.g. ASA) relevant to the work of ECC PT1.

With regard to the first topic above, WG FM noted that ECC PT1 already conducted its investigations on the pairing of those unpaired 2 GHz frequency bands (between themselves or with others frequency bands) for IMT without any success. Notwithstanding, if in the meantime a possible pair band is identified in the correspondence group, ECC PT1 will be informed accordingly and WG FM will then concentrate its analysis on the possible candidate applications other than IMT.

The correspondence group preliminary identified during its first exchange of views some possible candidate applications. 

Results are being prepared in a timely manner so as to be presented to the forthcoming ECC meeting in December 2011. As soon as the information above is available, it will be made available to your group.
