Dear All 

Please find attached my own notes on ECC PT1 issues from the last ECC meeting that took place last week.  The draft minutes of the last ECC meeting are available on the ECC server.

3,4-3,8 GHz 

ECC DEC(11)HH (ECC DEC (11)06)

· 3,4-3,6 GHz : ECC agreed on option A as proposed by ECC PT1 and that the frequency arrangements in the band 3.4 - 3.6 GHz should be reviewed not later than the end of 2013 with the aim to identify a preferred arrangement.

· 3,6-3,8 GHz : ECC decided to keep unchanged the harmonised TDD frequency arrangement for the 3.6 - 3.8 GHz band and to mention in the Decision (background session) the lack of interest from the industry for an FDD frequency arrangement in this band.

The ECC agreed on the ECC PT1 analysis of the non suitability of current BEM (rec ECC 04 05) for the introduction of MFCN systems within 3.4 - 3.8 GHz (particularly for MFCN systems with large bandwidths, e.g. 20 MHz). 

The ECC informed EC accordingly on the two above topics in case of the European Commission would like to issue an EC mandate on the amendment of Commission Decision 2008/411/EC to address the update of the BEM and the harmonized frequency arrangements in those frequency bands. 
The ECC noted various WI identified in this bands. As you are aware, a CG is active in order to update current BEM

2 GHz 

The ECC agreed on analysis provided by ECC PT1 for the inclusion of BEM BS for the paired bands and for the non inclusion of BEM in the unpaired bands.

Due to the current uncertainty for the future usage of unpaired bands, the ECC tasked ECC PT1 to revise the ECC regulatory framework for the paired bands (1920 - 1980 MHz / 2110 - 2170 MHz) only.
The ECC noted the reports from ECC PT1 and WG FM on the on going activities in relation with unpaired bands. According to the common usage scenario(s) that could be finally agreed, the ECC agreed to revisit the usage assumptions for the two unpaired bands in order to identify the optimum technical conditions for each band.

The ECC tasked WG FM to continue to explore suitable usage scenarios for these 2 GHz unpaired bands in close cooperation with ECC PT1 and to report to next ECC meeting.

EC has been informed on current activities in ECC in the 2 GHz paired and unpaired bands.

MCA (response to EC mandate)

ECC endorsed the proposed roadmap as suggested by ECC PT1. As you are aware, ECC PT1 provided a LS to SE 7 further to a CG activity managed by the SWG A chairman 

GSM on Board Vessels 

Norway invited ECC to investigate a revision of ECC DEC (08)08

ECC tasked ECC PT1 to develop a relevant questionnaire, collect and analyse the responses and make proposals to a future ECC meeting.

Public consultation ECC REC 0802

ECC agreed that a resolution of comments made during public consultation could be made by correspondence before the next ECC PT1 plenary in order to save time during the next ECC PT1 plenary meeting.

You will receive an invitation to contribute to the relevant CG activity that will be launched further to the end of the public consultation. The SWG C chairman will lead this activity.  
Draft ECC/DEC/(12)AA on “Exemption from individual licensing and free circulation and use of terrestrial and satellite mobile terminals operating under the control of networks”

ECC agreed to send this ECC DEC in public consultation. You are invited to provide your comments if any.  

Procedures for new work items 

ECC agreed with the suggestions of the TT (see section 5.3 of the ECC minutes). We will follow these practical suggestions to improve the management of Work Items in ECC PT1. 

RoP and WM 

ECC agreed on amendment of the RoP and WM further to the closure of WG RA: ECC PT1 has to take into account the exemption from individual licensing and free carriage and use of equipment, where appropriate. Please note also that the ToR of ECC PT1 has to be reviewed after the WRC 12.

EWM 

ECC endorsed a report on EWM provided by WG RA. You are invited to consult various guides proposed by ECO.

WP 

ECC endorsed our WP as submitted
