Opening

The ECC PT1 chairman, Mr Didier Chauveau (F), opened the meeting and welcomed the participants within the ANFR headquarters premises. 
The meeting was attended by 25 delegates representing 7 CEPT Administrations, the European Commission, other organisations and a number of operators and manufacturers. The list of participants is in ECC PT1(11)169 Annex 04.

Approval of the Agenda

The agenda was approved as in ECC PT1(11)169 Annex 02. The list of documents is in ECC PT1(11)169 Annex 03.

Feedback from RSCom
The ECC PT1 chairman warmly welcomed M. Branimir Stanchev from the European Commission who presented ongoing work within RSPG and RScom. 

The EC representative highlighted that the RSPG considered a draft Opinion on review of spectrum use in order to launch a public consultation as well as adopted a Report on collective use of spectrum and an Opinion on improving broadband coverage and that the RSC 37th gave a favourable opinion on a new EC Mandate to CEPT on MCA.
Concerning the 2 GHz issues, at this RSC meeting (5 October 2011), the Commission services presented draft elements of a Commission Implementing Decision on the harmonisation of the 2 GHz band for terrestrial electronic communications services, which primarily deals with technical requirements for the FDD sub-bands in line with CEPT report 39 and proposing liberalisation. Further to this meeting, at the invitation from the Commission, 20 Member States provided written comments on the draft and/or information on the scope of licenses for the terrestrial 2 GHz band. Preliminary draft including the unpaired (TDD) sub-bands will be presented in the next 38th RSC meeting on 15 December 2011.

The EC launched on 15 November 2011 a public consultation on the introduction of harmonised technical conditions for the terrestrial 2 GHz band. The deadline for responses is 18 January 2011. The questionnaire is structured to seek feedback on the following topics:

· Liberalisation of the whole band

· Lead scenario – low-power services (in line with CEPT 39) in the unpaired sub-bands together with continued use of the FDD sub-bands as today. 

· Lead scenario – downlink-only services in the unpaired sub-bands combined with continued use of the FDD sub-bands as today.  

· Hybrid use of the unpaired sub-bands – one lead scenario in one of the unpaired sub-bands and the other lead scenario in the other unpaired sub-band

· Shared use for machine-to-machine (M2M) communications in the unpaired sub-bands such as smart grids (in line with the technical conditions of CEPT Report 39). 

The Commission study which surveyed stakeholders, explored socio-economic and investment-related aspects and conducted a cost-benefit analysis of 4 scenarios (see minutes of previous ECC PT1 plenary meeting) is expected to be publicly available within the next few days. M. B. Stantchev mentioned that a major outcome of the Commission's study is that maximum socio-economic benefits are achieved when using the unpaired sub-bands either for low-power services (such as femto cells) without the need for inter-operator co-ordination or for downlink only services (such as 3GPP IMB/EMBS) to support asymmetric data traffic. The study also identifies potential benefits when opening the unpaired bands for inter-device (machine-to-machine, M2M) communications e.g. to support smart meters or home appliances. 

The meeting noted the risk of divergence between the framework under development within ECC and EC and the current uncertainties concerning the common usage still to be identified for those bands. The meeting agreed to refer to this issue when drafting complementary information elements to ECC.  
4
Feedback from WGFM
A liaison statement from WGFM (document ECC PT1(11)164) on the 2 GHz unpaired bands was received. WGFM indicated that it has set up a correspondence activity to work on three topics on the 2 GHz unpaired bands: 

a) To identify in a reasonable timeframe bands to pair with the above mentioned unpaired 2 GHz bands, other than those already studied by ECC PT1;

b) To assess in both unpaired frequency bands possible candidate applications others than IMT;

c) To provide information on new band-sharing concepts/techniques currently under investigation by WG FM (e.g. ASA) relevant to the work of ECC PT1.
WGFM plans on presenting the early results of this correspondence activity to the December ECC plenary. ECC PT1 noted this liaison statement. 
5
Discussion of 2 GHz unpaired bands

Four contributions (ECC PT1(11)165, 166, 167, 168) were presented and discussed. The results of the subsequent discussions were captured in an output document for ECC (ECC PT1(11)169 Annex 01).

Feedback to ECC
The XO ECC PT1 agreed on the information document to be sent to ECC on 2GHz unpaired issues as Annex 1 of this report. This document complements the output on the revision of ECC Decision (06)01 from the ECC PT1 meeting #39 (ECC PT1(11)162 Annex 17rev1).
