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Dear colleagues,

The following notes have been drafted in order to help you to prepare our forthcoming ECC PT1 meeting in Wroclav. As far as possible the necessary actions and decisions to be taken at our meeting are outlined in these notes. 

I would highly appreciate if you could inform me on serious difficulties you have already before the meeting so that the timetable can be adjusted to give sufficient time to resolve all issues during plenary and relevant sub working groups. 

I would like to remind you that all input documents have to be sent in electronic form to the ECC PT1 secretariat, copy to myself and will be placed on the ECC PT1 web pages (www.cept.org/ecc/groups/ecc/ecc-pt1/client/meeting-documents). A notice will be sent out by e-mail by the ECC PT1 secretariat. The ECC PT1 web page will therefore be used to provide you with all documents relevant for the meeting.

The deadline to submit documents to this meeting is 5 April 12 h00 [Paris time].

The template for the next ECC PT1 meeting can be downloaded from the ECC PT1 web page.

Our opening session provides an opportunity to share information and to provide a common background to all the participants before launching detailed activities in sub working groups (SWG). This is also an opportunity to highlight issues which need particular consideration consideration: 
· Revision ECC DEC 06 01: Further to the request of the last ECC, an updated ECC Decision has been drafted prior to the plenary. This draft will be introduced in plenary and finalized in SWG. The main new issue to consider is the channel edge at the 1920 MHz frontier of the uplink paired band.
· Terms of reference of ECC PT1

The terms of reference of ECC PT1 will be considered at the next ECC plenary. Taking into account ECC#29 decision to redistribute some activities to ECC PT1, the terms of reference should be slightly updated on the basis of the amended ToR submitted to ECC in November 2010. The objective is to provide an update ToR accordingly to the next ECC plenary.

Any subsequent changes due to WRC 12 are outside the scope of this discussion. The CPG will propose relevant organization of the work to ECC.
The SWGs will provide opportunities to have detailed discussions on relevant identified issues from the draft agenda. 
During our closing session and based on results of discussion of SWGs, we will approve the various LS and agreed way forwards including the need of CG to be established further to the ECC PT1 plenary.  

The main issues to be considered at the next ECC PT1 meeting are the following ones:  
1. SWG A 

2 GHz

Revision of ECC Decision (06)01

Tasked by the ECC to revise the ECC regulatory framework for the 2GHz paired bands, the meeting will rule on a proposal to approve for public consultation the revision of ECC DEC(06)01 with a scope restricted to the 2 GHz paired bands.

For the unpaired bands, the ECC tasked WG FM to continue to explore suitable usage scenarios for these 2 GHz unpaired bands in close cooperation with ECC PT1 and to report to next ECC meeting. A WG FM is active on that topic and WG FM will be held few weeks after ECC PT1 plenary. Nevertheless, ECC PT1 could discuss possible contributions received on that topic and develop feedback to WG FM accordingly.
Mobile communications on board aircraft

SWG A is invited to finalize the interim report for the EC on the basis of the work of the on-going correspondence group. This interim report should include part 1 of the CEPT Report and a preliminary draft for part 2 (see ECC (11)094 Annex 17 for details on the MCA roadmap). This interim report should be submitted to ECC for approval. Communication in the form of a liaison statement to SE7 could be prepared if necessary, including also possible section provided by SWG C if needed could considered in closing session.
Proposal to revise ECC DEC(08)08 on GSM on board vessel

At the December, ECC meeting was discussed a proposal from Norway to revise ECC DEC(08)08 so as to include the use of UMTS and LTE within the scope of this ECC Decision. ECC tasked ECC PT1 to develop a relevant questionnaire, collect and analyze the responses and make proposals to a future ECC meeting (see ECC minutes ECC(11)094 §7.8). Contributions for a draft questionnaire as input to the ECC PT1 meeting are invited. On the basis of these contributions SWG A will prepare a questionnaire.
Direct Air to ground communications Systems

SWG A is invited to consider the LS from SE44 and to respond as appropriate on the results on compatibility between Broadband Direct-Air-to-Ground Communications (DA2GC) and terrestrial LTE in the frequency band 3400-3600 MHz, and co-existence between DA2GC and FSS Earth stations (s-E).
ECC Decision (12)AA

The public consultation deadline for ECC Decision on “Exemption from individual licensing and free circulation and use of terrestrial and satellite mobile terminals operating under the control networks” has been set to 16 March. The comments received during public consultation will be resolved at the ECC PT1 meeting in order to submit to ECC the delivareble for final approval.
ITU-R IMT issues – CEPT contributions

Further to the report on ITU-R IMT issues, SWG A is invited to consider if CEPT contribution(s) is needed and to develop relevant document accordingly.

RIS template for ECC/DEC/(11)06
SWG A is invited to comment the draft RIS template for ECC/DEC/(11)06 that will be prepared by ECO.
Further to the agreed way forward during the meeting, SWG A should update its work program and the relevant list of deliverables to the work of ECC PT1. Any issue in relation with review of ECC Decision should be considered.
2. SWG C 

Cross border coordination

· Rec (08)02:  The comments on draft revision of REC(08)02 received during public consultation will be addressed in order to agree on a document to be submitted to next WG FM for final approval. 

· New Recommendation covering all relevant bands: SWG C should consider results of CG activity and discuss the way forward with the aim of completing a draft in September this year.

3.5 GHz

At ECC PT1#38 a list of work items for the 3400-3800 MHz band was approved. 

SWG C should consider the development of technical conditions (BEM) on the basis of the results of on-going CG and identify a way forward to finalize the draft in September. Contributions are invited on that topic which needs to progress on a short time frame. 

Contributions are also invited on others topics as coexistence between TDD networks, and coexistence between FDD and TDD networks at the 3600 MHz boundary; Identification of best use for FDD band-plan gap at 3.5 GHz; Implication of down-link only mode for TDD.

Mobile communications on board aircraft

The meeting will discuss the draft Report from SE7 and provide feedback to SE 7 if necessary in coordination with SWG A (see above).
Unpaired 2 GHz bands: coexistence with DECT

As agreed at the November XO meeting the issues of coexistence between the 2 GHz unpaired band 1900-1920 MHz (and the corresponding technical conditions detailed in CEPT Report 39) and DECT systems below 1900 MHz will be considered.

Practical lessons on Least Restrictive Technical Conditions

The work item on practical lessons on LRTC is due to end in October of this year. However this work item has received no new contributions. Contributions and relevant feedback are therefore invited in order to update the content of our position paper on LRTC (see ECC PT1(11)119_Annex 12).
LS from other entities

SWG C has to consider LS from others entities and discuss the need to develop relevant responses. In particular, further to ECCPT1(12)10 ” Protection criteria of IMT systems in the band 790-862 MHz », SWG C has to investigate more deeply the issue of protection criteria for terminal equipment in order to contribute to the update of relevant ITU deliverables (ITU-R Report M.2039).

Further to the agreed way forward during the meeting, SWG C should update its work program and the relevant list of deliverables to the work of ECC PT1. Any issue in relation with review of ECC Decision should be considered.
