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	Summary: 

	The ECC#30 plenary in December 2011 tasked ECC PT1 to revise the ECC regulatory framework for the paired bands (1920 - 1980 MHz / 2110 - 2170 MHz), while WG FM continues to work on the 2 GHz unpaired bands (1900-1920 MHz and 2010-2025 MHz) in order to identify the best use for these bands. 
The ECO accordingly edited the last ECC PT1 working document on revision of ECC DEC (06)01, ECC PT1(11)162 Annex 16 (output from the September ECC PT1#39 meeting), to focus on the paired bands only (see attached file below). This is contained in ECC PT1(12)021.
ECC PT1 had originally proposed that the earlier Decisions ERC/DEC/(97)07, ERC/DEC/(99)25 and ERC/DEC/(00)01 should be withdrawn. The draft revision of ECC/DEC(06)01 will not address unpaired spectrum, so these decisions need to remain in force. However, the revision of ECC/DEC(06)01 is intended to supersede the earlier decisions for the paired spectrum. This needs to be addressed appropriately in the wording of this provision.

	In the draft amendment of amended ECC Decision (06)01, instead of deleting:
