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Summary

The current terms of reference of ECC PT1 are valid until the next ECC meeting (ECC meeting after WRC-12). At this stage, it seems appropriate to consider conclusions of ECC#29 on ECC structure and to include new taks under the responsability of ECC PT1 in the draft updated ToR submitted by ECC PT1 to ECC#27. An updated ECC PT1 ToR could be then submitted to ECC.
Proposal

ECC PT1 is invited to consider and agree on proposed update of ECC PT1 terms of reference based on the previous ECC PT1 input to ECC#27 and including relevant conclusions of ECC#29 on “ECC structure”.
Background
ECC PT1 already submitted an update of its terms of reference to ECC

ECC PT1 submitted to ECC#27 (November 2010) an update of its terms of reference (ToR) (see ECC(10)074rev1). This update was done on the basis of: 
· the ECC PT1 work program, including, among others, embedded work items in relation with the WAPECS concept (e.g. least restrictive technical conditions) further to the closure of SE PT 42 and requests from ECC, work items in relation to Mobile Broadband and cross-border coordination,

· the relationship between MFCN and IMT (e.g. ECC Decision (09)03), 

· the current drafting of frequency arrangement(s) for the 3.4 - 3.8 GHz band as requested by ECC, 

· the development of IMT systems at the ITU-R level. 

ECC#27 decided to maintain the current terms of reference of ECC PT1 until the ECC meeting after WRC-12 and that further discussions will take place in the ad hoc group on ECC structure (TG5). 

Redistribution of WG RA tasks should be considered

Based on conclusions of TG 5, ECC#29 agreed on redistrisbution of WG RA tasks. Some of them are transfered to ECC PT1 (see Minutes ECC#29 Section 7).
CEPT contributions to IMT issues at ITU level 

Further to WRC 07 and relevant progress made on IMT advanced issues, the current text of ToR should be updated. A generic description of the tasks seems more appropriate. 

CPG 15 
Any issues in relation with the organisation of WRC15 preparation are under the responsability of CPG and ECC. The CPG-12 management team already submitted to CPG a proposed CPG-15 Plan where ECC PT1 is identified as the responsible group for some Agenda Items with the understanding that for these work items it would report directly to CPG and be treated as a CPG project team. This issue will be considered by next CPG. According to the results of next CPG, ECC would then consider any additional necessary changes to the ECC PT1 terms of reference at its next meeting.

Updated ECC PT1#40

The project team shall be responsible for the overall system aspects of IMT and future evolutions, including implementing WAPECS concept as appropriate, collaborating with WG FM on the IMT satellite elements;


For the terrestrial component of IMT as part of MFCN1, the project team shall: 


1. 
facilitate the development of IMT, both globally and at the CEPT level2;


2. 
consider the designation of and frequency arrangements for spectrum, identified for IMT in the Radio Regulations and in particular, develop appropriate ECC Deliverables, applying to the use of the 3.4-3.6 GHz, identified for IMT at WRC-07; In addition, also address the band 3.6-3.8 GHz for IMT;


3. 
review the relevant ERC/ECC Decisions;


4.
develop appropriate ECC Deliverables on border coordination.


5. 
consider the sharing and compatibility issues for MFCN including IMT:

· develop appropriate ECC Recommendations and Reports;


· update existing ERC/ECC Recommendations and Reports related to IMT as appropriate;

· Investigate and develop relevant technical conditions implementing the WAPECS concept (e.g. least restrictive technical conditions) taking into account relevant ECC harmonised band plans.


6. 
co-ordinate positions on IMT for input to relevant ITU groups including:


· the ITU update process for the IMT 2000 and IMT-Advanced specifications (ITU-R recommendations M.1457 and M. 2012);


· compatibility studies related to IMT frequency bands;


· development of frequency arrangements for IMT frequency bands;


7. 
lead the preparation of responses to relevant EC Mandates related to IMT matters including implementation of the WAPECS concept as appropriate;

8.
develop appropriate deliverables on Mobile communication on-board aircraft and vessels collaborating with SE/SE7


9. 
develop and review relevant deliverables on licensing/Free circulation/use of terminal equipment in relation with relevant harmonisation measures developed or maintained by ECC PT1

8. 
liaise with ETSI and other relevant bodies dealing with standardisation;


9. 
on request from CPG contribute for the preparation of CEPT positions for WRCs and other relevant fora.

10. 
develop relevant studies on current and future mobile broadband market in relation with spectrum issues. 

11. 
seek, where appropriate, contributions and assistance from and work collaboratively with relevant ECC subordinate bodies and the Office.


1 In recent ECC Decisions, spectrum has been designated to MFCN (mobile/fixed communications networks) which includes IMT and other communications networks in the mobile and fixed services" which would include fixed wireless access but not point-to-point links.
