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Summary

This document presents the results of the annual update of ECO Report 03 ‘on the licensing of mobile bands” (the consultation with administrations took place in January – March 2012). To increase the visibility of annual consultations ECO Report 03 is placed during the consultation period in the Table for active ECC questionnaires on the ECC website (www.cept.org/ecc - Tools and Services – ECC questionnaires).
The following 23 CEPT administrations have replied to the ECO circular letter with updated national information: Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Croatia, Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Ireland, Italy, Latvia, Luxembourg, FYROM, Norway, Portugal, Slovak Republic, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden and the United Kingdom.

The following 20 countries (out of the 23 which replied to the consultation) have provided national information for the 3,5 GHz frequency  band: Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, Germany, Greece, Italy, Latvia, Luxembourg, FYROM, Norway, Portugal, Slovak Republic, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden and the United Kingdom.
According to the agreed procedure any CEPT country is welcome to provide updated national information to ECO at any time.

Background 

ECO Report 03 was created in 2010 on the basis of the ECO “Information Document on the Use of Mobile Bands” following the decision of the 26th ECC meeting (21-25 June 2010, Baden, Switzerland).
39th ECC PT1 meeting (12-14 September 2011, Reykjavik, Iceland) agreed a template for the 3.5 GHz frequency band which was added to ECO Report 03.
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
