Dear Colleagues, 

The draft minutes of the last ECC meeting are available on the ECO server. Please find hereafter my own notes concerning relevant ECC PT1 issues  

ECC DEC(11)HH : Frequency arrangement at 3,4-3,8 GHz

ECC approved the draft ECC Decision for public consultation with editorial amendments. Concerning the band plans at 3,4 - 3,6 GHz band (Annex 1 : TDD band plan, Annex 2 FDD band plan), two options for the decide 2) (A&B) are submitted to the public consultation. This issue is highlighted in a cover letter.

I am in contact with ECO in order to arrange a suitable public consultation period with the summer period.  

New WG FM work item:  to analyse in cooperation with ECC PT1 the potential for harmonised usage of the duplex gap 3.49 - 3.51 GHz of the FDD band plan by other applications.

Taking into account the previous discussions in relation with the approval of the ECC/DEC/(11)HH for public consultation, ECC invited ECC PT1 to provide, further to its resolution meeting of comments from the PC, relevant information to the next WG FM for the launching of the WI. 
Revision of the ECC DEC(06)01

ECC agreed to focus the development of harmonisation measures by implementing results of the CEPT Report 39 in the FDD frequency bands only (i.e. 1920 ‑ 1980/ 2110 ‑ 2170 MHz) and to carefully investigate further solutions for efficient usage of both TDD bands (1900 ‑ 1920 and 2010 ‑ 2025 MHz).

ECC invited ECC PT1 to provide a recommendation to ECC on the development of the amended ECC Decision on technical conditions either for the FDD band only or, with additional delays, for the FDD and TDD bands. 

The ECC informed the European Commission on its ongoing investigations on implementation of technical conditions in 1900 ‑ 1920 and 2010 ‑ 2025 MHz frequency bands and considered that other initiatives may be premature.

I am in contact with the ECC PT1 vice chairmen and SWG chairmen in order to assess the possibility to make some progress on the Draft revised ECC DEC (06)01 (FDD part) before the next ECC PT1 meeting. A CG is under investigation to focus on developing the harmonisation measures in the FDD frequency bands (by implementing results of the CEPT Report 39).

Concerning the TDD issues, I invite contributions from now for the next ECC PT1 meeting in order to identify the solutions for efficient usage of both TDD bands. As mentioned in the draft minutes of ECC, ECC PT1 is invited to provide feedback on that issue including recommendations on the development of the amended ECC Decision (06) 01. 

  

Lessons learned from practical implementation of BEM

ECC agreed to extend for 18 months the collection of the lessons learned from practical experience with the LRTC in the 800 MHz, 2.6 GHz and 3.5 GHz bands. 

I invite contributions for the next meeting in order to update our position paper (see ECC PT1 (11)119 Annex12)  

Development of LRTC in the 900/1800 MHz 

ECC agreed that since the EC Decision on 900/1800 MHz has just been revised to allow LTE and WiMAX and there has been little practical experience at 800 MHz, 2.6 GHz and 3.5 GHz with the current LRTC there appears no immediate need for development of LRTC in the 900/1800 MHz band. 

Mobile /radars at 2,7 GHz

ECC took note of the preliminary results of WG SE and relevant information will be provided to next RSCOM by ECC chairman. Concerning the impact of radar transmissions on mobile receivers, it is expected that all the elements will be available during the summer to complete the work in due time. Thanks to those who are contributing to the CG managed by Sverker in order to provide relevant information to SE 21.  

According to the progress of our CG, a draft LS to SE 21 should be submitted for ECC PT1 approval later this week.    

IMT Workshop

Further to presentations made by Peter Scheele and Cengiz Evci, lively questions/answers took place. Thanks to Peter and Cengiz for the dissemination of information to ECC on IMT issues.  

Revision of ECC DEC(06)07 GSM OBA

ECC agreed to revise the ECC DEC(06)07 on “The harmonised use of airborne GSM systems in the frequency bands 1710 - 1785 and 1805 - 1880 MHz” to authorise 3G systems on-board aircraft. ECC PT1 will be responsible of this task and we have the flexibility to revise the ECC Decision as generic as possible based on submitted contributions.

Please note WG FM had already requested WG SE to develop technical studies in view of authorising the use of 3G systems on-board aircraft.

Based on the contributions received at our next meeting on the revision of the ECC Decision(06)07, ECC PT1 could provide additional information to SE/SE 7 which will be held by end of September.  

Free circulation and use of mobile terminal

The ECC endorsed the approach taken by WG RA on the development of a new generic ECC Decision on the free circulation and use and license exemption of mobile terminals operating in the 900 and 1800 MHz bands and the revision of ERC/DEC/(00)06. WG RA intends to send in public consultation of theses ECC Decision after approval of relevant draft at its next meeting. Due to the foreseen closure of WG RA after its September meeting, ECC PT1 will be responsible for the remaining work.

ECC Structure 

The ECC agreed a major change to its internal structure, as part of an efficiency review taking place over 2011. The Working Group Regulatory Affairs will be discontinued after September, with its work being redistributed, mainly to Working Group FM. The future of ECC PT1 will be reconsidered after WRC-12. 

Concerning licensing/free circulation/use of terminal equipment, these issues will be considered by the responsible group developing the related frequency harmonization measure. At present, all related work items in WG RA are expected to be finalised until September 2011 (except 900 and 1800 MHz issue above).

 

Forum groups 

ECC updated the ROP/WM with Forum group (groups to exchange information). 

We should investigate at our next meeting if we have the need of such forum groups in ECC PT1. This ECC initiative has no impact on our CG activities.  

New ECC web site and ECC PT1 web page

The Office would close the old site (current ECO one) from 1st October, and the old meeting document area would be converted to an archive.
