Extract from doc ECC(13)010rev1:

“A small number of ECC Recommendations are updated quite frequently and have an active operational implication for users.  These Recommendations include, notably Rec. 70-03 on SRDs, and three on Amateur Radio, (T/R 61-01, T/R 61-02 and ECC/REC/(05)06).,  Recommendations in the area of Fixed Service channel arrangement, and some others which indentify a frequency designation for a radio application (e.g. 5.8 GHz BWA)

For several of these cases, the implementation status is in any case given in Annexes of the documents themselves (e.g. Rec. 70-03).  For others, the Office proposes to include a separate information document on inplementation in the deliverables library, or simply to retain the implementation function for those deliverables. It also remains open to groups to provide alternative approaches to showing the information, appropriate to the varying requirements of the specific cases.  

However, the ECC may alternatively prefer to impose a standard approach, notably to give implementation information as an Annex to the document itself.”
