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	Summary: 

	Aim of this document is to express the difficulties of Poland concerning implementation of  ECC/DEC/(11)HH. Poland will not be able to implement the Decision in current form regardless the option chosen by the ECC.

	Proposal: 

	To take into account the information presented by Polish Administration during further work on the Decision.

	Background:


	· The President of Polish Office of Electronic Communications has determined the Frequency Management Plans for these frequency bands by mean of his ordinances. Accordig to these Plans bands 3.4 – 3.6 and 3.6 – 3.8 GHz are used in Poland on the basis of ECC/REC/(04)05 for Multipoint Fixed Wireless Systems and mobile systems. 

· Channel arrangement of the 3.4 – 3.6 GHz band is based on ERC/REC 14-03 (sections B2.1 - B2.4 of Annex B) – i.e. channel bandwidth is 1.75, 3.5, 7 or 14 MHz. Majority of the systems operates in FDD mode with 100 MHz frequency duplex.

· Channel arrangement of the 3.6 – 3.8 GHz band is based on ERC/REC 12-08 (sections B2.2.3.1 - B2.2.3.4 of Annex B) – i.e. channel bandwidth is 1.75, 3.5, 7 or 14 MHz. Majority of the systems operates in FDD mode with 100 MHz frequency offset.

· Above mentioned frequency arrangement does not adhere to the frequency arrangement proposed in the Decision.
· These frequency bands are heavily used by many operators for various range of applications/technologies (different system capacities, modulation formats /e.g. 4 or 16 states using Single Carrier or OFDM/ access methods /e.g. TDMA, FDMA, CDMA and OFDM/OFDMA/, system architectures /PMP and MP-MP/ and so on). In the 3.4 - 3.6 GHz band Poland has already issued about 500 licenses (mainly for local or regional networks) for about 120 operators. First licences were issued in 1997 and they are still being issued. In the frequency range 3.6 – 3.8 GHz there are four nationwide licenses and many licenses for local and regional networks. These licences are valid till 2020.

· Polish Administration has signed many bi- or multilateral agreements with neighbouring countries (except Russia) on the frequency coordination for WFA systems in the 3.4 – 3.6 GHz band. These agreements were signed in years 2002 – 2008, additionally in 2008 similar agreement concerning the 3.6 – 3.8 GHz band was signed with Lithuania and Belarus. All agreements assume division of the frequency bands into preferential channels based on the 7 MHz blocks
· Both option A and option B allow to implement FDD frequency arrangement in the band 3.4 – 3.6 GHz (option A puts both modes on an equal basis, option B favours TDD mode) but decides 3. of the proposed Decision anticipates only TDD mode in the 3.6 – 3.8 GHz band.

· Taking above mentioned into consideration Poland will not be able to implement the Decision.
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
