Generic and airborne UWB regulation

Dear Mr O’Donohue,
The Decision ECC/DEC/(06)04 was developed to identify the conditions relating to the harmonised introduction of radio applications based on ultra-wideband (UWB) technology within CEPT. ECC during its meeting in Kazan (6th – 9th December 2011) approved amendments to this ECC Decision by defining conditions of use UWB devices creating new opportunities to implement UWB technology in particular for the road and rail vehicle applications. This also led to the withdrawal of ECC Decision (06)12 on supplementary regulatory provisions. 
Some of the technical requirements for UWB devices included into this ECC Decision are expected to be also included in appropriate manner into the ETSI harmonised standards. This relates to the technical requirements for:

· Low Duty Cycle (LDC) mitigation technique; 
· Detect And Avoid (DAA) mitigation technique;

· Transmit Power Control (TPC) mitigation technique; 
· Exterior limit for road and rail vehicle applications.
ECC has noted that the corresponding EC Decision (Commission Decision 2007/131/EC amended by Decision 2009/343/EC) on UWB does not contain this new opportunities for implementation of UWB technology in Europe. Consequently, there would be merit in updating the current version of the EC Decision and with reference to the discussion at the last EC-ECC meeting the ECC would welcome a mandate on this topic. 
Additionally I would like to inform you that there are activities on-going within CEPT on airborne UWB applications. Draft ECC Report 175 describing relevant radio compatibility issues is under Public Consultation until 20 January 2012. On the basis of this deliverable, ECC will consider an appropriate ECC regulation for airborne UWB applications.
