	Harmonization of the 2 GHz bands


Dear Mr O’Donohue,

As previously mentioned in our June liaison statement (RSCOM11-40), ECC has continued the work on the revision of the harmonization measure for the 2 GHz band (1900-1980 MHz, 2010-2025 MHz and 2110-2170 MHz) in order to implement the WAPECS approach in those bands.
At its last plenary, ECC discussed the current draft revision of ECC/DEC/(06)01 (the ECC harmonization measure for the 2 GHz band) and the following issues should be noted:

· This deliverable includes only the technical conditions for the FDD frequency arrangement of the 2 GHz band for Base Stations (Annex 2 of the revised ECC Decision). These technical conditions reproduce elements included in CEPT Report 39. 

· The harmonized frequency scheme has been updated and includes, in particular, the block edges nearest the extremity of the edges of the frequency bands (see Annex 1 of the revised ECC Decision) so as to make the corresponding technical conditions bandwidth-independent. MFCN with bandwidths larger than 5 MHz can then be encompassed.

· Technical conditions for terminal stations for the FDD frequency arrangement have not been included in the current draft revision of ECC/DEC/(06)01 as these conditions are managed by standardization bodies.

· Technical conditions for the unpaired bands have not been included at this stage for a number of reasons (see more details in the ECC report to RSCom#38). The complexity of the implementation of the WAPECS approach based on CEPT Report 39 has been highlighted in our previous LS.
In due course, ECC intends to revise the ECC regulatory framework for the paired bands (1920-1980 MHz / 2110-2170 MHz).

Concerning Low power TDD and Mobile Downlink only operation in the unpaired bands, ECC recognised that the current framework already provided room for such development. Nevertheless, no eco system has emerged. ECC expressed some doubt on the feasibilty of these options due to the low level of support received during the recent debates.
Recognizing the difficulty induced by the restrictive 2 GHz unpaired band technical conditions, the fact that these bands are licensed but currently unused in most CEPT countries and the need to identify common scenarios of usage for both bands, ECC will continue to explore possible applications including others than MFCN/IMT, that could use the 2 GHz unpaired spectrum taken into account the current context.

ECC will be pleased to provide any further information you need on the 2 GHz issue and will keep you informed on the progress.
