Of course, these notes cannot cover every important subject which may come up during the meeting.

I would highly appreciate if you could inform me on serious difficulties you have already beforehand the meeting so that the timetable can be adjusted to give sufficient time to resolve all issues at hand.

I would like to remind you that all input documents have to be sent in electronic form to the ECC secretariat and will be placed on the ECC web page (under Meeting Documents) (www.cept.org/ecc). A notice will be sent out by e-mail by the secretariat. The ECC web page will therefore be used to provide you with all documents relevant for the meeting.
The template for the next ECC meeting can be downloaded from the same web page.
	 3. 
(Procedure for) Appointment of Chairmen

	3.1
Following the WRC-12 we have to appoint a new chairman for the CPG for the WRC-15. The call for applications had been started immediately after our last meeting in accordance with the RoP. We received one application and I intend to appoint the new chairman by acclamation.
On request by CPG we should also confirm Mr Alexander Kühn (D) as Vice chairman for the period up to the next CPG meeting. The formal election can only take place at the CPG meeting but CPG should not be left in the meantime without any Vice chairman because of continuing obligations and in case the CPG chairman would be unavailable.
3.2
You may have recognised that our chairman of WG SE, Mr Bruno Espinosa (F), has been selected to join the ECO. Therefore we have to appoint a new chairman for WGSE. The call for applications will be started immediately after our meeting in accordance with the RoP.
Noting that we don’t have a WGSE chairman up to our next ECC meeting the ECC SG suggests that the intermediate WGSE meeting should be co-chaired by the two WGSE Vice chairmen.
3.3
I’m really sorry to surprise you but you might have heard that I was approached during the WRC by many key people from the different regions in ITU to chair the new JTG 4-5-6-7 on mobile broadband preparing the WRC-15 agenda item to identify new spectrum for IMT and other broadband applications. The number of people asking and their level made it factually impossible for me to say no and also it is a new challenge and fortunate for CEPT to get the chair of this key group for preparation of WRC-15. The CPM confirmed me as the new chair for this group.

The JTG will meet two times a year with an estimated very large attendance. This will make it impossible for me to chair ECC up to the end of 2013. So this is to inform you that I have to start the appointment procedure for a new ECC chairman at our ECC meeting. I’m confident that there will be a perfect candidate ensuring the smooth transition and caring for ECC during the forthcoming years. I assure you that the most important element for me is to ensure that ECC is in good hands.

3.4
I was informed that our ECC Vice-Chairman, Mr Stelios Himonas (CYP), has been promoted within its administration and his new task will not allow him to act further as ECC Vice-Chairman. The related procedure to call for applications from the members normally is to be started at the next ECC meeting but noting the fact that I will also resign it is suggested by the ECC SG to postpone the related activity to the October meeting of the ECC, to allow the new ECC Chairman for choosing his team.


	3. Draft ECC Decisions

	Four ECC Decisions underwent Public Consultation and the results have been considered by the relevant subordinate group. The Decision is now subject to final approval and publication. The results of the Public Consultation are provided for each Decision.
Please be aware that after the final approval of any ECC Decision an indication is requested which administrations intend to implement it.

	4. CEPT Reports in Response to EC Mandates 

	One CEPT Report also underwent Public Consultation and the results have been considered by WG FM.  

Draft CEPT Report 43 in response to the EC Mandate on the ”Review of Commission Decision 2005/928/EC (169 MHz-Decision) - the way forward”

	5. ECC Rules of Procedure and Working Methods

	As a consequence of closing WG RA we tasked the Office with the usual annual update of the RoP and WM. The Office will present the proposed changes. In accordance with the RoP we can only finally approve these changes at our October meeting.

	6. New mandates from EC

	The Mandates on PMSE (Jan12), UWB and on the 3.4 - 3.8 GHz bands (both April12) have been formally received. Based on the distribution of work on these subjects by correspondence work has already started in WG FM and ECC PT1. Therefore I intend to note the mandates and to give WGFM and ECC PT1 the possibility to inform us shortly about the status of work.

	7. Decisions on ECC Decisions in progress, newly proposed or under review and other issues from the subordinate bodies

	9.1
It was decided that WG FM should coordinate the work on CR/SDR using the normal ECC work structure. We should however take the overall responsibility, especially if decisions have to be taken resulting from cross relations between subordinate groups. Because of this overall responsibility the WG’s should update us on the latest developments.
We will also receive a document summarising the main statistics of the event, and setting out the results of the questionnaire made to delegates, and the points in the slides used in the concluding session. The subordinate groups should be invited to consider the results and to suggest updates to our CR/SDR roadmap if felt appropriate.
9.2
Work is progressing well in WG FM and SRD/MG regarding the development of draft CEPT Report 44 on the fifth update of the technical annex of the EC Decision for SRD, but in order to fulfil the schedule of the EC Mandate and because of the series of the WG FM, RSC and ECC meetings at the end of 2012, WG FM need to be authorised to adopt draft CEPT Report 44 for the public consultation at the next WG FM meeting. We are invited to endorse this approach.
9.3
WG FM is proposing the deletion of the analogue UIC DMO covered in ETSI EN 300 086 (5x12.5 kHz channels, analogue use only, in 876 - 876.1 MHz) from ECC Decision (02)05 since UIC and a survey amongst the European railway operators had demonstrated that the application had failed to be implemented in the market. WGFM tasked the ECO to prepare a revision of ECC Decision (02)05 where the UIC DMO is taken out. We are invited to endorse this approach.
9.4
We tasked WG FM to investigate alternative approaches to the unpaired 2 GHz bands. We will receive a progress report.
9.5
The terms of reference of ECC PT1 were subject to review after the WRC-12. ECC PT1 has prepared suggested changes and we are invited to comment. I’m sure you remember our discussions about the ECC structure.
9.6
ECC PT1 undertook to clarify some issues related to CEPT 39 and the ECC and EC Decision. A corresponding text has been developed and is proposed to be send to the EC.
9.7
Following our letter to the EC on the approval for public consultation of ECC Report 174 we should take the opportunity to finalise the activity by informing the EC on the final approval of the ECC Report. No substantial changes occurred during WGSE after the public consultation.
9.8
ADCO R&TTE is developing a risk assessment procedure to take rapidly non-compliant products from the European market, if a serious risk is identified. ECC was invited to support ADCO on the evaluation of the risk related to aspects covered by the essential requirements addressed in article 3.2 of the R&TTE Directive. You may remember that we tasked the ECC SG to respond to ADCO R&TTE because of timing.

Later ADCO R&TTE provided in a liaison to the ECC generic description of the risk assessment procedure and raised specific questions on the identification and description of typical harm scenarios in the radio environment. These questions were considered within the recent meeting of WG SE and some guidance to ECC SG was provided (ECC SG(12)011). Because of the postponement in ADCO R&TTE we got the opportunity to discuss the ECC response at our meeting.

We will receive a consolidated proposal to respond the ADCO R&TTE and we are invited to approve it.
9.9
We are invited to endorse an interim report on the EC mandate on MCA prepared by ECC PT1 for submission to the EC.
9.10
WGFM has prepared a letter to TCAM on the issue of 5 GHz WLAN using DFS summarising the results of the related questionnaire. We are invited to endorse the letter.
9.11
In accordance with the timetable of the mandate on PMSE we have to provide an interim report to the EC. The report has been drafted by the chairman of WGFM and the chairman of FM PT 51. We are invited to endorse the report.
9.12
We will receive information about the preparation for WRC-15 from the first meeting of the CPG-15. In accordance with our normal procedures we should also task the subordinate groups to review the result of WRC-12 and identify necessary implementation activities in the ECC framework.

	8. Report from RSCOM, RSPG and TCAM

	An update on EC Telecom policy is expected from the EC Counsellor. Information concerning the on-going work of the Radio Spectrum Committee (RSC), the Radio Spectrum Policy Group (RSPG) and TCAM and possible consequences for our work is also expected. The Counsellor is kindly requested to limit the report to issues not already covered by previous discussions.

	9. Report from ETSI

	An update on ETSI activities is expected from the ETSI representative. The ETSI representative is kindly requested to limit the report to issues not already covered by previous discussions.

	10. Work Programme of the ECC and its subordinated bodies

	The ECC subordinate groups don’t have to provide their work program in the reports to the ECC since the work program data base of the Office is fully operational. Therefore you are invited to consult the electronic database in advance to our meeting and to raise any issue of concern under this agenda item.

	11. Matters related to European Communications Office, ECO

	13.1
This is a standing agenda item but the ECC SG has been informed that due, inter alia, to the commitment to WRC and the planning and execution of the cognitive radio workshop, the engagement programme had not been progressed since the last ECC meeting. Therefore the office would not be bringing forward a paper to us this time. It was noted that much of the research activity was associated with cognitive radio, and the engagement programme had improved the background for preparing the workshop.

	12. Remaining issues from the CPG, WG FM, WG SE, WG NaN, PT1 (IMT)

	The subordinate bodies are requested to report on the remaining issues in their report not requiring action at ECC. The report should include ECC Recommendations and Reports approved by them.

	13. Contacts and co-operation with outside bodies

	We received a proposal for LoU from NATO. As usual I suggest discussing our intention to engage in a LoU and to let the detailed text for the ECC Steering Group.
The SG has been informed that the FLO FORUM dissolved in September 2012, there is no organisation taking over any responsibility, therefore the SG decided on the withdrawal of the LoU.
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
