· Two footnotes were added in Annex 1 concerning the ECC Decision (06)01 to reflect the fact that the 2012 revision of this Decision only includes the paired bands

· Annex 2 was deleted since the list of the Harmonised Standards was seen as incomplete and in some cases not relevant or overlapping between the rows. Also, some of the rows were seen as duplications (with differing content) e.g. the IMT row and those on UMTS, LTE and WiMAX. To provide a more acurate source for the relevant Harmonised Standards, considering q) was modified to reference the ECA Table (ERC-Report 25)
