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	Summary: 

	This document informs the ECC about the presentation on EFIS made by the ECO on 10 May 2012 at the EC Workshop "Inventory and review of spectrum use". 

The workshop presented an interim result of a pilot study (EC consultants: WIK, Aegis) about establishing the methodology for the EU spectrum inventory project required by the RSPP.

ECO, as well as some national administrations, and also WIK/Aegis, presented a concept where EFIS would be used for the collection of relevant information from administrations and other sources. Data from EU member states in EFIS will then need to be exported to a DSS (Digital Support Systems) of the EC.

WIK/Aegis will present their conclusions of this pilot study in Brussels on July 6th.

	Proposal: 

	The ECC is invited to note the ongoing developments in the progress of the EU’s spectrum inventory project, and the role that EFIS may play in it.
The presentation made to the EC workshop is embedded below in powerpoint format.
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	Background: 

	Since the Kazan ECC meeting (December 2011), the ECO has taken forward developments to EFIS as anticipated in the document presented then: ECC Doc (11)89.  As well as the regulatory information familiar to ECC, the latest developments also facilitate upload, presentation and searching of ‘non-regulatory information’.

This may provide a useful contribution to the European Union Spectrum Inventory project required by Article 9 of the (Radio Spectrum Policy Programme (RSPP) published in April 2012. This article requires precise spectrum inventory actions to be carried out from mid-2013 until end-2014.  These actions are intended to focus on the supply side.
Supervision of the ECO’s development of EFIS rests with the EFIS maintenance group (EFIS MG), which reports to WG FM.

Additional developments and guidance

Guidance, incl. structuring of the information for uploading national non-regulatory information on the evolution of spectrum use is given in the new ECC Report 180 which has been approved for the public consultation by ECC WGFM in April 2012.



The bands (incl. application and requested format for the information)  of interest for which National non-regulatory information is requested by ECC can be updated on demand. The software is more flexible and allows the collection of information also on other bands if available.

The EFIS database continues to be developed and can in the future also be used for spectrum inventory purposes to a large extent



The outline provided here does not lead to complex solutions but further develops EFIS into a tool that minimises the administrative burden on Member States and reduces costs



It is vital to avoid discrepancies between several databases, and for resource management optimisation to have one common database relating to spectrum matters in EC and CEPT 



EFIS will handle the collection and processing of data. However, EFIS will not analyse data.
