	Background: 

	ECC Work Programme Database (ECC WPDB) (http://apps.ero.dk/eccwp) is a stand-alone information system which is available through the ECC and ECO websites (under the “Tools and Services” menu item).  It is a central instrument of the ECC planning and management of its work, and (at least for the purpose of cross-ECC management) has replaced the individual documents previously maintained by individual working groups and project teams.


1 Introduction 

The purpose of the ECC Work Programme Database (WPDB) is to provide ECC and its constituent bodies with the online facility of maintaining and updating their workprogramme on a frequent basis. The Work Programme (WP) consists of a number of Work Items allocated to ECC Working groups and its Project Teams stored in the Database with the possibility to filter them by reference name, status and (recently) by responsible Project Team. 

The ECO has added two new features as follows: 

1) The “Project Teams (PT)” drop-down menu was added to the “Responsible group” menu in a similar way as it is organised at the ECC web-site. This gives the opportunity for direct access to the work items belonging to any of WG FM, WG SE and WG NaN Project Teams (see WG SE as an example):
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Work items which have been closed by Working Groups FM and SE will be kept with status “finalised” under WG’s main page and will not be duplicated on a PT’s pages. 

2) A “Closed Groups” category has been added to the list of “Responsible groups” in order not to confuse people with WI’s belonging to closed groups (WG RA for example). 
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Note: Initial filtering is performed in accordance with the reference name as shown on this example from ECC PT1’s section. 
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
