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	Summary: 

	To secure the situation in time for WGFM PT50’s Report later this year, Sweden is of the view that WGFM should be mandated to start preparations for a new ECC Decision on the frequency band 1452-1492 MHz. This would allow for a smooth transition towards an updated harmonised use of the frequency band.

	Proposal: 

	Sweden proposes that ECC mandates WG FM to start the work to develop a possible ECC Decision on the harmonised use of the 1452-1492 MHz band.


	Background: 

	There is very good progress achieved in the FM PT50, particularly considering the draft ECC Report. The Report is expected to be concluded well in time for the WG FM September 2012 meeting. It could therefore be appropriate to consider the next phase of the process. 
Sweden is of the view that it would be fruitful to do some preparations in parallel to the work in FM PT50, and that way get a smooth transition towards an updated harmonised use of the frequency band 1452–1492 MHz. We therefore suggest that the ECC mandates WG FM to start preparations for a new ECC Decision on the harmonised use of the band. Thus, a new ECC Decision could be on draft early next year, with due considerations and consultations of the FM PT50 Report. In our view, such a measure would speed up the progress without any disadvantages to the process but with potentially large social benefits. 

Sweden believes that the proposed measure would significantly serve the incremental social benefits in Europe; promote economies of scale and giving advantages to the European consumers. Parallel work would bring forward an ECC Decision four to eight months earlier than expected, thus making use of the band 1452–1492 MHz at an earlier stage. Notably, other countries outside of the CEPT are also considering the future use of this band; an early ECC Decision would place Europe in the lead and might encourage these countries to take similar actions.
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
