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The 31st meeting of the Electronic Communications Committee (ECC) was held in Tallinn, Estonia on kind invitation of the Estonian Technical Surveillance Authority (TSA). 
1 Opening of the meeting
The ECC Chairman, Mr Thomas Ewers (D), opened the meeting and welcomed the participants to Estonia and gave the floor to Mr Raigo Uukkivi, Director General of the TSA.
Mr Uukkivi welcomed the participants on behalf of the Estonian Technical Surveillance Authority and wished a successful meeting. 
The Chairman expressed his gratitude for the invitation and highlighted the history of Tallinn being also a world heritage of UNESCO.
The meeting was attended by 66 delegates representing 30 administrations, the European Commission, the Office and 5 observers. The list of participants can be found in ANNEX02. The list of output documents is given in ANNEX01.
2 Adoption of the agenda, schedule of work
The Chairman introduced a few modifications to the agenda. The meeting adopted the agenda as given in ANNEX03.
3 (Procedure for) Appointment of Chairmen
3.1 Appointment of CPG Chairman 

Mr Stephen Bond (G) was introduced as the only candidate for the Chairmanship of the CPG-15. In absence of other nominations the Chairman kindly requested to agree on the appointment by acclamation. The ECC joined him in a warm applause.
Mr Bond expressed his appreciation for the trust given by ECC and is looking forward to this new task. The Chairman expressed his appreciation also to the Administration of the United Kingdom, which made him available as Chairman of the CPG.

3.2 Procedure for appointment of a new WG SE Chairman + provisional arrangements

The Chairman informed the meeting that Mr Bruno Espinosa (F) cannot continue to chair the WG SE because of his appointment with the Office. The necessary steps for inviting the Administrations to nominate candidates will be taken right after the end of the meeting. To ensure the continuation of work in the WG SE the intermediate meeting up to the next ECC meeting will be co-chaired by the two WG SE Vice-Chairmen.
3.3 Procedure for appointment of a new ECC Chairman

The Chairman informed the meeting about his new appointment to chair the JTG 4-5-6-7 in ITU on mobile broadband preparing the WRC-15 agenda item to identify new spectrum for IMT and other broadband applications. With this new appointment he highlighted that the ECC and the JTG 4-5-6-7 require appropriate attention and therefore chairing both would be impossible for him. Therefore the necessary steps for inviting the Administrations to nominate candidates for the new ECC chairman will be taken right after the end of the meeting.
Mr Eric Fournier (F) informed the meeting that he will be nominated by his administration for becoming the new ECC Chairman.
3.4 Postponement of procedure for appointment of a new ECC-Vice Chairman
The Chairman informed that the ECC Vice-Chairman, Mr Stelios Himonas (CYP), had been promoted within its administration and his new task would not allow him to act further as ECC Vice-Chairman. The related procedure to call for applications from the members normally is to be started at this ECC meeting but noting the fact that the Chairman will also resign it was suggested by the ECC SG to postpone the related activity to the October meeting of the ECC, to allow the new ECC Chairman for choosing his team. This was endorsed by the meeting.
The Chairman expressed the gratitude of the ECC to Mr Himonas for chairing WG RA and being Vice-Chairman of the ECC. His advice and expertise helped a lot to find compromises on difficult issues. The Chairman asked the delegation from Cyprus to convey this gratitude to Mr Himonas.
4 Reports on ECC and other activities
4.1 Report from the ECC Steering Group Meeting
The Chairman introduced the report from the 30th ECC Steering Group (ECC(12)008) indicating that most of the issues are covered by specific agenda items of the ECC. He highlighted the list of issues potentially subject to publication after the meeting.
4.2 Report from 01-12 EC-ECC meeting
The Chairman introduced the report of the last consultation (ECC(12)002) with the EC. The discussions at that meeting were around the normal exchange of views on common issues, especially on the timeframes and possible content concerning the active mandates.

4.3 WRC-12 Report and follow up to ECC

The CPG-12 Chairman, Mr Eric Fournier (F), reported about the WRC-12 preparation and negotiation process, stressing the very good level of signatures of the ECP and that the coordination during WRC-12 had resulted in no significant divergence amongst CEPT countries during WRC-12 meetings. He took this opportunity to thank all administrations for their remarkable spirit of cooperation in CPG meetings and at WRC, all coordinators, project team chairmen and vice-chairmen for all the hard work and the Office for its support.

Afterwards the outgoing CPG Chairman thanked the coordinators for the good cooperation preparing before and during the WRC-12. He expressed his hope, that WRC-15 could be the same success, which will rely certainly on the willingness of the Administrations to provide coordinators.

It was agreed that CPG-15 will use the experience gained for considering possible improvement of the preparation process for WRC-15. 
In addition the ECC tasked the subordinate groups to assess the outcome of the WRC-12 and RA-12 on possible impacts to the further work of the ECC, aiming on possible necessary implementation issues to the ECC framework. WG FM will consider ensuring CEPT contributions to studies referred to in ITU-R Resolutions, in particular when these Resolutions have been proposed or supported by CEPT, e.g. ENG/OB and CR.

The related group shall report to the next ECC, where the plenary will decide on appropriate work items, if necessary, to avoid duplication of work. 
The Chairman expressed his appreciation on behalf of the ECC to Mr Fournier and his coordination team for the outstanding and hard work done preparing for and managing the WRC-12 on behalf of CEPT. The number of successful ECP's had been unprecedented and reasonable compromises had been reached in the spirit of cooperation.
4.4 ECO Bulletin on ongoing/new issues in other regions or organisations
The Director of the Office, Mr Mark Thomas, introduced Document ECC(12)016R1. This reported on current regulatory initiatives and developments in North America and the Asia-Pacific region. 

A shift to higher bandwidth requirements for mobile satellite services in the USA was leading to a de facto abandonment of MSS services around 2 GHz. The FCC is responding to this opportunity by investigating whether, as these frequencies become vacant, they could be redeployed for terrestrial mobile broadband services, where demand is perceived to be very high. This does raise the question of whether a comparable approach should be considered in Europe.

Two other subjects of particular note were on Direct-Air-to Ground, where the FCC was launching a new consultation on frequencies in the 14 GHz range on a secondary basis, and Medical Body Area Networks, (MBANs) where the development of regulations for a band at 2.36 to 2.4 GHz were well advanced, and included several interesting elements.

Other aspects of the report were clustered by subject, including on PPDR, medical implants, Cognitive Radio, 79 GHz SRR, UWB, and the use of incentive auctions to clear UHF TV spectrum. These revealed interesting parallels with the European treatment of the same subjects, with the FCC bringing forward draft rules in several areas.

The report included several embedded documents for readers who wish to get more and direct detail.

The meeting noted the report, and tasked the Office to distribute it to the subordinate groups for consideration.

5 Draft ECC Decisions

5.1 Final Approval of draft ECC/DEC/(12)AA on “Exemption from individual licensing and free circulation and use of terrestrial and satellite mobile terminals operating under the control of networks” based on the results of the Public Consultation
The Chairman of ECC PT1, Mr Didier Chauveau (F), introduced Annex 3 to ECC(12)007, the revised version of ECC Decision (12)AA including changes based on the Public Consultation. 

Portugal and the Russian Federation informed the meeting that they can only implement partially the ECC Decision (12)AA due to current use of the bands covered by this Decision.

Portugal noted that the band 1518 - 1525 MHz cannot be considered for exemption from individual licensing and free circulation and use of terrestrial or satellite mobile terminals as required in this DEC.

The Russian Federation proposed to delete the bands 1518 - 1525 MHz and 1670 - 1675 MHz from ECC Decision (12)AA due to lower harmonization of these bands and particularly due to its different usage for other purposes in Russia.
ECC agreed to keep the list of bands in the Decision unchanged and that constraints for national implementation should be reflected on the Office website. 

The ECC approved ECC Decision ECC/DEC/(12)01 (ANNEX04) and tasked the Office to publish it.

A total of 21 administrations indicated their intention to commit themselves to implement this ECC Decision while one administration indicated not being able to implement the ECC Decision.
Statement by Germany

Germany supports the conclusion, which was drawn some time ago within ECC. Hence the authorisation related issues should also be covered by the ECC Decisions on the spectrum designation, but only if there is a request on that. 

It should further be taken into account that the development of ECC Decisions only covering authorisation related matters had been started within the former ERC many years before the R&TTE Directive was set into force. In those former times equipment licences were required in many countries for all types of radio equipment, including receivers. Those frame conditions have completely been changed in the meantime.

The R&TTE Directive is implemented in Germany and terminal equipment operates under the licensing conditions in force in the relevant frequency bands.
The Chairman invited the Administrations to add to their implementation information to the Office also the bands where they might have problems on a national basis.
5.2 Approval for public consultation of draft revised ECC/DEC/(06)01 on “Harmonised utilisation of spectrum of the bands 1920 - 1980 MHz and 2110 - 2170 MHz for mobile fixed communications networks (MFCN) including terrestrial IMT systems” 
The Chairman of ECC PT1 introduced Annex01 to ECC(12)007, the revised ECC Decision (06)01 focussing on the paired bands only (1920 - 1980 MHz/2110 - 2170 MHz).

ECC noted, in particular, that:

· The provisions of the ECC Decision concerning the 2 GHz unpaired bands have been deleted from the document. The main new element is the channel edge at the 1920 MHz frontier of the uplink paired band. This channel edge is set at 1920.3 MHz to be coherent with the duplex downlink channel edge at 2110.3 MHz.
· Clarifications were added concerning the applicability of the block edge nearest to the extremity of bands for consistency with conditions of some existing authorisations (new footnotes (4, 6, 8, 9) in Annex 1).

ECC noted further that authorisations have been granted for the bands 1900 - 1920 MHz and 2010 - 2025 MHz based on the technical conditions as contained in the original version of this Decision (24 March 2006); new considering m) is added accordingly. In addition ECC requested the Office to ensure that the original version of the ECC Decision (06)01 remains available on the ECO documentation database, since existing authorisations for the unpaired bands are usually based on that original version.
The ECC approved the draft revised ECC Decision ECC/DEC/(06)01 (ANNEX05) for Public Consultation.

It was noted that this ECC framework is coherent with the EC framework under development.
5.3 Final Approval of draft amended ERC/DEC/(98)25 on “Harmonised frequency band to be designated for analogue PMR 446” based on the results of the Public Consultation
The Chairman of WG FM, Mr Sergey Pastukh (RUS), reported about the results of the Public Consultation on the draft amended Decision ERC/DEC/(98)25 in Document ECC(12)010 and informed the meeting that WG FM agreed to delete Decides 7 as the revised Harmonised European Standard EN 300 296 would cover the requirements of the amended ERC/DEC/(98)25 (Annex 01 to ECC(12)003). There were no comments received during the consultation period, except the support from one Administration.
Switzerland proposed to reinsert information about the date of application of the new requirements for PMR446 equipment as the date of approval of the relevant ETSI standard is not known. 
ETSI clarified that in accordance with ETSI procedures approval of the Harmonised European Standard EN 300 296-2 is expected at the end of 2012. For additional information ETSI provided Document ECC(12)INFO007.

The ECC agreed to reflect the need for transitional arrangements on a national level in the decision, which has been revised accordingly (see Considering i).

The ECC approved the amended ECC Decision ECC/DEC/(98)25 (ANNEX06) and tasked the Office to publish it.
A total of 23 administrations indicated their intention to commit themselves to implement this ECC Decision while no administration indicated not being able to implement the ECC Decision.

5.4 Final Approval of draft new ECC/DEC/(12)BB on ”The withdrawal of ERC/DEC/(98)10” based on the results of the Public Consultation
The Chairman of WG FM introduced the results of the Public Consultation on draft new Decision ERC/DEC/(12)BB (document ECC(12)11) dealing with the withdrawal of ERC/DEC/(98)10 and informed that no comment was received during the consultation. 

The ECC approved the ECC Decision ECC/DEC/(12)02 (ANNEX07) and tasked the Office to publish it.
5.5 Final Approval of draft amended ECC/DEC/(04)10 on ”Frequency bands to be designated for the temporary introduction of Automotive Short Range Radars (SRR)” based on the results of the Public Consultation
The Chairman of WG FM introduced Annex 2 to ECC(12)003, containing the draft revised ECC Decision (04)10 for final approval. The draft ECC Decision had been aligned with the corresponding Commission Decision (2005/50/EC amended by 2011/485/EU). He explained that only editorial proposals had been received during the Public Consultation (ECC(12)012).

It was questioned why references to Directive 2007/46/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council had been added at different parts in the Draft ECC Decision. The German administration indicated that such a reference would avoid ambiguity and would also be in line with the Commission Decision. Whereas others had the view that such a reference to EU legislation should be avoided in the mandatory part of the ECC Decision. After some discussion it was decided to remove this reference to the Directive in the Decides part of the Decision and also in Annex 2 but to keep it in section 2 (Background). Additionally the text in Decides-7 was aligned with the relevant text in the Commission Decision.

The ECC approved the amended ECC Decision ECC/DEC/(04)10 (ANNEX08) and tasked the Office to publish it.

A total of 26 administrations indicated their intention to commit themselves to implement this ECC Decision while no administration indicated not being able to implement the ECC Decision.

Statement of Russian Federation 

Although the Russian Federation indicated to implement this ECC Decision, it has to be noted, that the implementation phase cannot start before 1 July 2013.

6 CEPT Reports in Response to EC Mandates 

6.1 Final Approval of draft CEPT Report 43 in response to the EC Mandate on the ”Review of Commission Decision 2005/928/EC (169 MHz-Decision) - the way forward” based on the results of the Public Consultation
The Chairman of WG FM introduced draft CEPT Report 43 in Annex 4 of ECC(12)003, for final approval. One comment had been received during the Public Consultation (ECC(12)013). The draft CEPT Report 43 has been amended by taking into account this comment and also by considering the results derived from measurements sessions, which took place in the BNetzA laboratory. Also information from the ETSI SRDoc TR 103 056 has been added.

The title of the CEPT Report was aligned with the title of the Mandate from the European Commission. No further changes were required.

The ECC approved the CEPT Report 43 in response to the EC Mandate (ANNEX09) for submission to EC and tasked the Office to publish it. 

7 ECC Rules of Procedure and Working Methods

7.1 Annual update of RoP and WM
The Director of the Office introduced Document ECC(12)021 proposing minor editorial changes to the Rules of Procedure. Some of these were required, particularly to correct inaccurate references. In view of the two-month advance notice period for considering changes to the RoP, the Director clarified that approval of these changes could be made at the next ECC meeting in October/November 2012. However, he proposed to the meeting that the correction of factually inaccurate references should be applied immediately.

The meeting agreed to this approach but some specific points were raised, and resolved as follows.

1. The term ‘Office website’ should be replaced by ‘CEPT website’, in order to avoid any implication of limitation to the Office section of the CEPT website (generally, the matters referred to in the RoP of the ECC are handled in the ECC part of the website).

2. Some administrations sought to make more explicit the rights of WG and PT Chairmen to refuse to include extensive statements from observers in the minutes of meetings. Although some such contributions were helpful, several were not, being a misuse of the opportunity to contribute by stating factional opinions at length, thereby distorting the balance of the reporting of the meeting. The meeting decided that the Rules of Procedure themselves did not need to be changed, but that this meeting should confirm in its Minutes that chairmen have the discretion to include or not include statements from observers in the minutes of their meetings. Minutes should seek to reflect a summary of proceedings, and the outcomes in particular. By contrast, explicit statements made by administrations have a particular status where required under RoP Article 11.12, i.e. where the more general reflections of the elements of a decision do not fully reflect a particular country’s position.

3. Some elements of the RoP could be updated to reflect general accepted practice. Specifically on this occasion it was agreed that the host administration of a meeting should be relieved of any requirement to produce paper copies of late-submitted documents;

4. The provisions on language in Article 13 (a presumption in favour of translation facilities) should remain, although the acceptance of the conduct of meetings exclusively in English remained accepted in practice. 

The meeting agreed to ANNEX10, which would formally be approved at the next ECC meeting, due to the requirement for 2 months’ notice of changes to the RoP.
The ECC confirmed that chairmen have the discretion to include or not include statements from observers in the minutes of their meetings.

8 New mandates from EC
The Chairman informed that the EC Mandates below have been already attributed to the related groups by correspondence in order to allow them to fulfil the deadlines of the Mandates. 

8.1 UWB
The Chairman of WG FM reported that the new Mandate on UWB (ECC(12)INFO002) was attributed to the SRD/MG and WG FM expressed no concern on the target date.
8.2 PMSE 

The Chairman of WG FM reported that the new Mandate on PMSE (ECC(12)INFO003) was attributed to the FM51 and WG FM expressed no concern on the target date. The meeting noted this information and discussed the progress with respect to this Mandate under agenda item 9.11.
8.3 3.4 - 3.8 GHz (attributed to ECC PT1 by correspondence in April 2012).

ECC granted by correspondence the EC Mandate on “3.4 - 3.8 GHz” to ECC PT1. Taken into account, in particular, recent development in this band (approval of ECC/DEC/(11)06) and on-going activities (development of BEM), ECC endorsed the roadmap and noted the tight time schedule of ECC PT1. Administrations are invited to contribute to correspondence activities that are established already in order to start the drafting of the interim Report to EC prior to the next ECC PT1 meeting.
Statement Russian Federation

In Region 1 the band 3600 - 3800 MHz is allocated to Mobile service on the secondary basis and FSS on a primary basis and as a result the sentence in Section 3 (Task 1) of the Mandate "These conditions should be sufficient to avoid interference, facilitate cross-border coordination, and ensure co-existence with other existing systems and services in the same band and adjacent bands" is not accurate. The Russian Federation believes that conditions for wireless broadband access systems in the band 3600 - 3800 MHz shall first of all “protect” but not just “co-exist with” FSS systems in order to be in line with provisions of the Radio regulations being applied by Administrations in their cross-border coordination. Therefore it is understood that such conditions may be considered as sufficient only if they are approved by all concerned countries in the form of special agreements. 
9 Decisions on ECC Decisions in progress, newly proposed or under review and other issues from the subordinate bodies
9.1 Actions taken by the subordinate groups on SDR/CR including #2 Workshop on Cognitive and Software Defined Radio

A brief summary of the recent ECC-COST/TERRA Workshop held on Cognitive Radio has been provided in ECC(12)022. The Workshop had been well attended and appeared to demonstrate continued and growing interest in the technology. The presentations made had been posted on the ECC website. The Director of the Office drew attention to a set of conclusions which had been reached in the final session, together with some of the comments made by the panel and from the general audience. This was based on the outcome of a questionnaire which had been made during the conference.

The Chairman of WG FM updated the meeting on WG FM’s progress with a number of actions towards Cognitive Radio. WG FM had considered the analysis of the answers to the questionnaire related to the protection of PMSE in case of introduction of white space devices (WSD) in the UHF band. The analysis will further be considered by FM51 and had also been sent to SE43 for information.

WG FM had also adopted two new work items which will result in new ECC Reports. The WG FM Correspondence Group (CG) on Cognitive Radio Systems (CRS) will be responsible for these work items. However, it might be necessary to change this CG into a Forum Group or into a Project Team.

WG FM had also made some studies and come to some preliminary conclusions about the Authorised Shared Access (ASA) concept.

The WG SE Chairman reported about the progress in SE43 on the development of two draft ECC Reports dealing with "Further definition of technical and operational requirements for the operation of white space devices in the band 470 - 790 MHz" and "Technical and operational requirements for the operation of white space devices under geo-location approach" respectively. Both reports are expected to be considered at the next WG SE meeting for approval for public consultation.

The United Kingdom raised concerns because of the liaison statement which had been sent from WG FM to ETSI indicating that ETSI is developing a Harmonised Standard for WSD in the UHF band while no System Reference Document had been submitted prior.

From United Kingdom point of view such a request is not necessary because this issue has been under discussion within CEPT for about 3 years. A System Reference Document is usually required to initiate new issues.

The WG FM Chairman explained that usually the development of a Harmonised Standard follows the work within ECC. Because different groups are dealing with that issue within ETSI, it is more difficult to get a clear picture. A SRDoc would provide a consolidated ETSI view.

France indicated that this is a very specific case because of WSD and it cannot be compared with a usual request from ETSI.

ETSI explained its current process for standardisation for Cognitive Radio. Two groups (RRS and BRAN) were working on the subject, although ETSI was working to simplify this approach.

The meeting concluded that it is beneficial to get a clear picture from ETSI and the work of both sides, ETSI and ECC, should not deviate from each other. This issue could also be discussed during the forthcoming ECC-ETSI cooperation meeting.

The ETSI Liaison Officer, Mr Marcello Pagnozzi, informed the meeting that TC RRS had planned to organise an ETSI workshop on SDR and CR to be held from 12th - 13th December 2012 collocated with the TC RRS meeting in Sophia-Antipolis.

It has been recalled that information from ETSI will be helpful in order to assess the suitability of the on-going activity on CR in CEPT. At this stage, ECC does not have harmonisation measures for the usage of White Spaces in the UHF band. Nevertheless, the recent concrete on-going investigation from WG FM is welcomed and WG FM is invited to clarify the CEPT position on white spaces at its next meeting.
9.2 Authorisation of WG FM to approve CEPT Report 44 on the permanent mandate on SRD for public consultation

The Chairman of WG FM informed the meeting that in order to fulfil the schedule of the EC Mandate and because of the tight schedules of WG FM, RSC and ECC meetings at the end of 2012, it will be necessary for WG FM to receive authorisation to adopt draft CEPT Report 44 for Public Consultation. This has been agreed by the meeting.
9.3 Proposal to revise ECC/DEC/(02)05
The Chairman of WG FM introduced the discussions regarding the ECC Decision (02)05 on “The designation and availability of frequency bands for railway purposes in the 876 - 880 MHz and 921 - 925 MHz bands”. This ECC Decision also designates the band 876 - 876.1 MHz for Direct Mode Operation (DMO) using single frequency mode.

Among other issues related to railway applications, SRD/MG had proposed during the last WG FM meeting to delete the DMO channels from the ECC Decision because UIC had informed and a survey amongst the European railway operators had demonstrated that this application had failed to be implemented. Additionally no future usage of DMO in that band is expected. WG FM had tasked the Office to prepare a revision of ECC Decision (02)05 pending confirmation from the ECC meeting. The UIC and ETSI had already been informed by WG FM.

After some discussion on the necessity for such a revision of the ECC Decision the meeting confirmed the proposal from WG FM.

The Administrations of Austria, Czech Republic, France, Germany, The Netherlands, Norway, and the Russian Federation supported the revision of ECC Decision (02)05 in order to remove the DMO channels.
9.4 Progress report from WG FM on the unpaired bands at 2 GHz

The Chairman of WG FM introduced the report to ECC on unpaired bands at 2 GHz in Annex 6 to ECC(12)003. One of the main new conclusions compared to the previous report to ECC on the topic is that WG FM agreed to reject the pairing of 2010 - 2025 MHz with 2200 - 2215 MHz. ECC endorsed this WG FM agreement.

He also informed the meeting that WG FM tasked relevant project teams to analyse the alternative uses as listed in the Report and WG FM will update the report to ECC at the next WG FM meeting. ECC noted the on-going activities.

9.5 Terms of Reference of ECC PT1 
ECC PT1 submitted a proposed update to its ToR in Annex02 to ECC(12)007. This proposal includes new tasks under the responsibility of ECC PT1 as previously agreed by ECC. Additional improvements on the Terms of Reference have been added in particular, to reflect the consequence of the new ECC framework in the bands 3.4 - 3.6 GHz and 3.6 - 3.8 GHz (e.g. ECC Decision (11)06), the on-going and future activities in those bands (BEM under development, EC Mandate) and the role of ECC.

The United Kingdom presented a contribution suggesting that ECC should use the opportunity of reviewing the Terms of Reference of ECC PT1 to take a broader strategic view of the planned activities on non-WRC matters related to mobile broadband spectrum issues. Based on the United Kingdom contribution, the advantages and disadvantages of the various options were discussed. It was agreed that the aim should be an evolution to a more efficient organisation of the work, rather than changes which could have a negative impact on work already in progress. 
It was noted that, further to a demand of access to spectrum, WG FM should assess the demand and, in particular, identify applications to be used for a particular band, where appropriate. WG FM should also provide particular organization of a given band accordingly (see for example on-going discussions L-band) and should develop sharing frameworks with incumbents where necessary (see planned activities in 2.3 - 2.4 GHz with the LSA concept). Further to this initial work done by WG FM and further to relevant requests from ECC, ECC PT1 should develop relevant band plans and technical conditions where appropriate.

Further to debates and number of views expressed, ECC agreed to focus on efficiency and decided to maintain one group focusing on MFCN as described by recent ECC Decisions developed by ECC PT1. The draft Terms of Reference as submitted by ECC PT1 have been improved in order to ensure a broader scope of activities and to clarify the collaboration with WG FM and the role of ECC. The Terms of Reference have been updated and agreed accordingly (ANNEX11). 

9.6 Clarification on the interpretation of CEPT Report 39 for submission to EC

ECC noted that ECC PT1 had received revision 2 of the EC Decision on the 2 GHz bands as an information document at its last plenary meeting. ECC welcomed this approach. ECC endorsed the informal comments from ECC PT1 to clarify the interpretation of some technical issues in relation with CEPT Report 39 in order to avoid a misunderstanding of the technical content of the draft EC Decision. ECC considered as non-appropriate to send comments on “In-block requirements” for base stations. ECC agreed on a revised text (ANNEX12) to be added in the ECC Chairman report to RSCOM. 

9.7 Letter to EC on the approval of ECC Report 174 on compatibility at 2.7 GHz

The Chairman of WG SE informed about the final approval of ECC Report 174 on “The compatibility between the mobile service in the band 2500 - 2690 MHz and the radiodetermination service in the band 2700 - 2900 MHz”. The 6 responses received on the draft ECC Report 174 during the Public Consultation are reflected in the published version. It is noted that the responses received during the Public Consultation did not impact the main conclusions of the Report. 
On the issue of potential need to modify the relevant spurious emission levels for the frequency band 2700 - 2900 MHz provided in the ETSI Harmonised Standards applicable to the Mobile Service terminal stations, WG SE reached the conclusion that there is no evidence for any required change. This was endorsed by the ECC.

The ECC approved a letter to the EC (ANNEX13) informing about the final results of the study.
9.8 Assistance for ADCO R&TTE on the aspects related to radio compatibility for risk assessment

The Chairman introduced the idea of the RAPEX procedure, dedicated to remove risky equipment immediately from the market. ADCO is tasked to develop a risk assessment procedure for products within the scope of the R&TTE and EMC Directives. ECC was invited to support ADCO R&TTE on the evaluation of the risk related to aspects covered by the essential requirements addressed in article 3.2 of the R&TTE Directive. 

WG SE has considered a generic description of this draft procedure with some more specific requests from ADCO R&TTE and developed, by correspondence and with the assistance of the ECC Steering Group, a draft letter in Document ECC(12)019 to ADCO to provide guidance on the aspects related to radio compatibility for risk assessment. The ECC amended this proposal, in particular to stress that a definition of simple criteria for risk assessment in the context of radio compatibility is not a straightforward task and to request ADCO to involve the ECC in the further development on this topic. 

The ECC approved this letter to the ADCO, copied to ETSI (ANNEX14).
9.9 Interim Report in response to EC Mandate on Mobile Communication Services on Board Aircraft (MCA)

The last ECC meeting endorsed the roadmap to develop a response to the EC Mandate on MCA. ECC noted that ECC PT1 has agreed on the feasible MCA technologies and relevant frequency bands for both the connectivity part and the NCU part of the MCA system to be studied. The work has started on the sharing and compatibility studies relevant to the various scenarios of airborne and terrestrial systems. ECC PT1 cooperates with SE7 on that topic. Activity is progressing according to the agreed roadmap.

In order to inform the EC, ECC agreed on an interim report including the draft CEPT Report under development (ANNEX15).
ETSI proposed to inform also the relevant 3GPP group. It was told that ETSI has already been informed and is invited to distribute the information through the usual channels. The Chairman offered to inform 3GPP if the necessary contact details are provided.

9.10 Letter from ECC to TCAM “Preliminary Assessment regarding the results of the questionnaire on DFS used by 5 GHz WAS/RLAN”

A questionnaire on DFS had been sent out by the Office. The Chairman of WG FM introduced the assessment of the responses. Actually, from 33 responding countries, in total more than 200 interference cases within the time frame 2010/2011 across 16 countries were reported.

The preliminary assessment of SRD/MG, also provided to WG SE, had been supported by WG FM. WG SE had already sent a liaison statement to TCAM ADCO and to R&TTE CA on this issue.

The Chairman of WG FM emphasised that a high number of interferences were mainly caused by non-compliant equipment or unlawful operations, but it does not seem to be a frequency management or standardisation issue at this time. Hence there is no major impact related to the ECC Decision, the EC Decision or the Harmonised Standard.

It was also noted that, according to the preliminary assessment, in several cases of such non-compliant equipment, Notified Bodies had issued a positive opinion.

WG FM had decided to develop a new ECC Report in order to further investigate and describe this issue in detail. The new work item had been supported by more than ten administrations. WG FM also proposed to send a letter to TCAM by the ECC plenary (Annex 5 to ECC(12)003). 
The Chairman of WG SE informed the meeting that WG SE works in close cooperation with WG FM on the DFS matter. He also explained that further clarification on the details of the new ECC Report is needed in order to avoid any overlapping with activities in WG SE. The WG FM Chairman clarified that the new ECC Report will not be focused on technical aspects on DFS. WG SE will be kept informed on the on-going activities in order to avoid any overlap.

The United Kingdom informed the meeting that from their point of view point-to-point links at 5 GHz are mainly the source of interferences (Wireless Access Systems), but not the mass market applications (RLANs). It was further indicated that tests with mass market applications would be helpful and that the problem would be manageable if further investigations confirm that the problem is really mainly based on point-to-point links.

The EC Counsellor, Mr Andreas Geiss, welcomed the initiative of WG FM and emphasised that it should be made clear that non-compliant equipment is the source of the problem. He proposed to send a copy of the liaison statement also to the RSC Chairman.

France indicated that this case shows how complicated sharing with a primary usage could be. Sweden raised that the liaison statement to TCAM would not be necessary because the problem is seen as a national issue.

The ETSI observer, Mr George de Brito, informed the meeting that the relevant versions of the Harmonised Standard ETSI EN 301 893 can be found in ECC(12)INFO007 and proposed to send a copy of the LS to ETSI.

The meeting agreed to send the liaison statement (ANNEX16) to TCAM with copies to the RSC Chairman and to ETSI TC ERM.

9.11 Progress report on the EC Mandate on PMSE for submission to EC

The Chairman of WG FM presented information with regard to the progress made in response to the EC Mandate on PMSE (ECC(12)015), as well as results of related technical studies, a framework for the Report A and the questionnaire on PMSE. He also informed the meeting that due to the lack of time the framework of the Report A was not yet discussed by WG FM and FM51 and is attached only for information.

The Chairman of WG SE reported that, for the band 821 - 832 MHz, relevant studies on compatibility between PMSE and mobile/fixed communication network (MFCN) have already been performed by SE42, covering both directions of interference and are available in the Annex 5 of CEPT Report 30. Concerning the band 1785 - 1805 MHz, studies on the adjacent band compatibility between the mobile networks and PMSE (wireless microphones) are on-going. It is expected that the draft ECC Report on this item will be completed by SE7 for WG SE approval for Public Consultation at the next WG SE meeting (September 2012).
The meeting agreed that the Chairman of ECC will prepare the letter to the EC in order to report about progress with regard to the EC Mandate on PMSE based on the Document ECC(12)015. 
9.12 Preparations for WRC-15 

Mr Stephen Bond (G) reported that the first meeting of CPG-15 was held in Mainz from 16 - 18 April 2012. He explained that after consultation with the ECC Chairman, the CPG Vice-Chairmen co-chaired this meeting in order to agree the CEPT structure for WRC-15 preparation in advance of relevant ITU meetings.

ECC noted that the CPG meeting agreed a four project team structure; Mr Bond explained that the arrangements for PTD were agreed as a compromise between the views of those administrations supporting ECC PT1 to carry out the work on WRC-15 agenda items 1.1 and 1.2, and those supporting a new CPG project team. The CPG agreed that the meetings of PTD and ECC PT1 should be co-located and scheduled in conjunction. The ECC SG confirmed that this gives sufficient flexibility to organize ECC PT1 and PTD meetings in the most efficient way according to the issues to be addressed and interests of participants of PT1 and/or PTD.

Sweden, Denmark and the United Kingdom expressed concern over the detail of the arrangements for co-located PTD and PT1 meetings, specifically that the next meetings were scheduled in parallel rather than in series as had been anticipated, and stated that this should not lead to increased cost of participation in the individual meetings.

In response to some questions about a co-ordination team for agenda items 1.1 and 1.2, Mr Bond explained that the idea of a team to support the co-ordinators had been discussed in CPG. Discussion was postponed to a future CPG meeting because of a lack of information on the organisation of the work in the ITU and a lack of clarity on the proposal. Mr Bond explained that his understanding is that such an arrangement would be similar in principle to previous cases where assistant co-ordinators were appointed due to a heavy workload/complex issues, in this case the support would be from a small group of fully engaged experts. He stressed that the arrangement should not have any impact on the arrangements for CEPT co-ordination as defined in the RoP/WM, he further stressed that although some nominations have been made in the first CPG meeting the process is still fully open. 

The meeting noted that there are currently three candidates for the two vacant vice-chairman posts in CPG. A selection will be made in the second CPG-15 meeting, recognising that there is still the possibility for other candidates to be nominated. 

Based on the request of the CPG the ECC confirmed that Mr Alexander Kühn (D) is still Vice-Chairman until the next CPG meeting. Germany confirmed that Mr Kühn will, of course, be available for another term of Office.
9.13 Proposal of frequency bands for Broadband DA2GC

The Chairman of WG FM informed the meeting about the current status of work regarding Broadband Direct-Air-to-Ground Communications (DA2GC). All together three system descriptions had been submitted so far. The first proposal from ETSI (SRDoc TR 103 054 adopted in 2010), a further proposal from ETSI (Draft SRDoc TR 101 599, planned for final adoption during ERM #47, 18-22 June 2012) and a third proposal submitted by a company.

The meeting was informed that WG FM had decided, that for the compatibility and sharing studies only those parameters for Broadband DA2GC should be used which are based on / derived from the two system descriptions as provided by ETSI. WG SE had been informed accordingly.

By taking into account the results provided by WG SE, WG FM had also decided to remove the band 3400 - 3600 MHz from the list of candidate bands and no further studies are required regarding that band.

Based on proposals from FM48, WG FM had also decided to remove the bands 2483.5-2500 MHz and 5150-5170 MHz from the list of candidate bands.

The WG FM Chairman also informed the meeting that a questionnaire on the 5.8 GHz band had been adopted. The aim is to get up-to-date information on the BFWA usage which would also be relevant for the outstanding studies on sharing between Broadband DA2GC and BFWA.

France proposed to reconsider the removal of the 3.4 - 3.6 GHz frequency band from the list of candidate bands for Broadband DA2GC and to confirm this frequency band as candidate band where additional studies are needed (ECC(12)025R1).

This proposal led to an intensive discussion. A clear majority of administrations supported the decision already drawn by WG FM.

The meeting decided that the 3400 - 3600 MHz band should not be re-inserted to the list of candidate bands for Broadband DA2GC. However, it was also noticed that, if all other options failed this band could be reconsidered in a later point of time.
9.14 Proposal for a new WG FM work item on the 1452 - 1492 MHz band

Sweden presented Document ECC(12)027 containing a proposal to mandate WG FM to start the work on the development of a possible ECC Decision on the harmonised use of the 1452-1492 MHz band. The reason for the proposal is to speed up the development of ECC deliverables on the issue by avoiding unnecessary delay caused by the existing procedure for getting authorization from ECC with regard to the development of ECC deliverables.

During the discussion a number of administrations expressed their views as well as reasons in favour or against authorising WG FM at this meeting. Some administrations indicated that they prefer to see the result of WG FM activity before the ECC authorise any ECC entity to develop ECC Decisions as it first should be clarified which harmonised applications are chosen. Some other administrations supported the Swedish proposal as it enables to avoid 6 month delay in starting the work on ECC deliverables for the harmonisation of the 1452 - 1492 MHz band.

The Chairman summarised that the ECC allows WG FM to launch preparatory work for the implementation of the regulatory option to be chosen for the 1452 - 1492 MHz band based on the results of FM50, including the development of ECC deliverables, if needed. This decision has been made without prejudging the necessary implementation measure or the type of deliverable and application. WG FM is authorized to add a related work item.
10 Report from RSCOM, RSPG and TCAM
The EC Counsellor gave an update on Commission activities, including the RSC and RSPG. Regarding the work of the RSC he reported on progress in the area of 
Short-Range Devices (SRD) and the 169 MHz band: 

The Commission presented a proposal (RSCOM12-08) for the coordinated review of the SRD and the 169 MHz Decisions including the possible repeal of the 169 MHz Decision. This offers the possibility to streamline the regulatory conditions for short range devices and reduce the administrative burden for updating the instruments.

Harmonised technical conditions for the terrestrial 2 GHz band: 

The Commission presented a summary of the outcome of the public consultation on the technical harmonisation of the terrestrial 2 GHz band (RSCOM12-05) as well as a draft of an Implementing Decision on the harmonisation of the paired spectrum in this band (RSCOM11-48rev2). The Commission plans to proceed separately with identifying a shortlist of alternative options for the harmonisation of the bands 1900 - 1920 MHz and 2010 - 2025 MHz (unpaired spectrum), probably resulting in a Mandate to CEPT.

Implementation of the spectrum inventory: 

The Commission gave a presentation (RSCOM12-12) on the principles to be considered within the Committee for running the inventory process at EU level with a view to the supply side, the demand side as well as analysis and reporting followed by discussions. Several Member States (Sweden, France, Denmark, and The Netherlands) gave presentations on elements of spectrum inventory or monitoring carried out at national level. A workshop on "Inventory and review of spectrum use" took place in Brussels on 10 May 2012. The workshop was well attended and results are available on the radio spectrum policy website.
 
The Commission published a Call for Tenders for the Study "Analysis of technology trends, future needs and demand for spectrum in line with Art. 9 of the RSPP" on 21 April 2012. Closing date for the submission of tenders ended 21 May 2012. After selection of the study the study is intended to start in September and will involve stakeholder consultation through workshops.

The Public Consultation on "Spectrum for more efficient energy production and distribution" closed on 18 April 2012. A summary document and individual responses to the Public Consultation can be found on the radio spectrum policy website.
 

Finally the Commission published a Public Consultation on PMSE on 24 May 2012. The Public Consultation is launched in order to collect views of stakeholders on the impact of the possible introduction of EU-wide technical harmonisation of spectrum for wireless microphones and cordless video-cameras. The closing date for comments is 21st August 2012.
11 Report from ETSI
The ETSI Liaison officer, Mr Marcello Pagnozzi, reported from the current work of ETSI in relation with the ECC work. He provided in Document ECC(12)INFO006 information on recent activities from the technical organization grouped by clusters. 
He highlighted the following:

· the restructuring of ETSI’s Fixed Networks technical activities in a new ETSI project E2NA (final name under discussion) which will develop and maintain a global end-to-end system view of Fixed Network and the finalization of discussions with potential Standard Development Organizations partners for the creation of a global M2M Partnership Project (http://onem2m.org/). 

· the agreement of ETSI and the ITU upon a draft Memorandum of Understanding between the two organizations to be finalized this summer; among the objectives of it we find avoidance of duplication of work and enhancement of complementary technical activity.

· re-introduction of the ETSI Seminar, which has the objective to present the institute as a whole and the technical working procedures and committee-related aspects. The next one is planned for 14th -15th June 2012; it is open to everyone and representatives from administrations are warmly welcome. http://webapp.etsi.org/MeetingCalendar/MeetingDetails.asp?mid=30337
12 Work programme of the ECC and its subordinate bodies
No comments were made concerning the work programme of the ECC and its subordinate entities. The work programme is endorsed.
13 Matters related to European Communications Office, ECO
13.1 ECO activities on research projects

There were no developments to report since the previous ECC meeting. The relevant member of ECO staff had (inter alia) been committed to the WRC over much of the relevant time period, and then the preparation of the recent workshop on cognitive radio. However, the workshop had included contributions from research organisations with which a relationship had been developed as part of this programme of engagement. 

13.2 Improvements to WPDB functionality

The Director of the Office informed the meeting with ECC(12)INFO004 about some new facilities which had been added. He also advised of two other facilities which had been made in the previous two days. One was the ability to represent regular items such as the review of deliverables. The other was to make direct links from Working Group website pages to the relevant part of the WPDB (although the presentation of this still needs to be implemented and set up consistently).
13.3 Latest EFIS developments

Document ECC(12)024 reproduced the slides used in a recent presentation to a European Commission workshop on the ‘Inventory and Review of Spectrum Use’. This outlined current developments with the EFIS system which now could reference non-regulatory information, as well as the regulatory information required by EC and ECC Decisions. This development had first been discussed at the previous ECC meeting.
France expressed its appreciation of these developments, underlining the importance of providing good information from administrations. EFIS was strategically important, as evidenced by the emphasis given by the recent RSPG opinion on the spectrum inventory. France invited administrations to consider the draft ECC Report 180 “EFIS - Guidance on the interpretation of the requirements of ECC/DEC/(01)03”; currently under public consultation in order to provide comments where appropriate.

The Plenary endorsed also the invitation to the Administrations to contribute to this process by uploading relevant data in EFIS and to make effort in order to maintain accuracy of the data. 

13.4 ECO work programme 2013

This was a copy of what had been presented recently to the ECC SG and the ECO Council. Feedback at this stage of the planning process could inform the draft work plan which would be considered and agreed by the ECO Council at its meeting in November. This year, the autumn ECC SG and Plenary would both precede that meeting, offering the opportunity for timely feedback. As well as any higher level comments at this ECC meeting, delegates were invited to make detailed comments directly to the Office.
13.5 Electronic Working Methods 
Document ECC(12)INFO005 updated the meeting about some current developments with the  Office’s provision of electronic working arrangements (EWA, formerly known as EWM) for the ECC. In the course of the year, the Office was planning to develop the CEPT portal (website) to integrate two important EWA facilities, namely the ECO Forum and access to the GoToMeeting system used for electronic meetings. The document also reported on two recent meetings using EWA which marked a step forward, one being a large meeting with a few delegates participating electronically, the other being the first fully electronic meeting of the Maritime Forum Group. These exercises had been very useful for the participants, although some further lessons could be taken for refining how these facilities can be best used.
The Chairman of ECC PT1 sought improvements to the flow of information provided to users of the ECO Forum. For example the self-subscription to receiving notification of new posts was not intuitive and an opportunity missed by some users. The Chairman noted that many EWA tools were now available, and the ECC’s subordinate bodies should choose the most appropriate to their circumstances. 

The Director also reported verbally on the following matters:

· Ongoing improvement project for the website/portal. Three sets of changes had now been implemented, covering general usability issues, the document area, and meeting management. The present phase of improvements was more general in nature. The Office then wished to progress to making changes aimed at improving operational efficiency. A SG Document ECC SG(12)009 gave more details.

· The CEPT messaging and chat system used at WRC had proved very popular, and in response to some enquiry the Office was developing a proposal for a more permanent established system. This may be of use in, for example ITU-R study group meetings. The office would bring the proposals to the next SG meeting. In response to a question from Ireland, Mr Thomas said that the Office hoped to provide the chat system for CEPT delegates to WCIT, but support would only be provided from the office, and not on site.

· With the departure of Marc Le Devendec, from the Office, Jean-Philippe Kermoal would assume responsibility for coordinating the Office's interaction with ETSI, although, as at present, individual experts would have direct contacts in their particular areas of responsibility (linked to PTs).

· Analysis of some of the information uploaded directly to EFIS by administrations had revealed some significant discrepancies in the reported implementation of ECC Decisions compared with information communicated (or perhaps not communicated) to the Office in the context of maintaining its published information on implementation status given in the deliverables library (document database). The Chairman hoped that administrations would give attention to this matter, and agreed that the implementation information was, both directly and indirectly, an important element of securing the necessary level of commitment by administrations to the ECC’s work.

14 Remaining issues from the CPG, WG FM, WG SE, WG NaN, ECC PT1 (IMT) 
WG SE

The WG SE briefly reported about the remaining issues from WG SE in Document ECC(12)004. He highlighted the following points:

· WG SE approved for publication one revised ECC Recommendation and five new ECC Reports. He drew the attention of the CEPT Administrations and of the ECC on the general comments provided during the public consultation for the ECC Report 173 (current use and future trends Post-2011 for the FS in Europe ) on the likely need in the future for bands below about 6 GHz for NLOS backhauling applications. 

· WG SE approved for Public Consultation (running up to the 6th of June) one draft new and two draft revised ECC Reports.

· WG SE appointed new Chairmen for SE24 (Ralf Kallenborn (D), replacing Marc Le Devendec (Office)) and for SE40 (Alexandre Guérin (F), replacing Jean-Yves Guyomard (F)).

· Since this was his last ECC meeting in this position, the WG SE Chairman highlighted the pleasure he had to participate in ECC and expressed his thanks to all the WG SE members. Thus, he would like to express his gratitude to all the WG SE participants and the SE project teams chairmen. He stated that his task was also greatly facilitated thanks to the excellent assistance provided by the SE project team chairmen, the Office and by the constant and efficient support from the two Vice-Chairmen and from the Secretary. 
The Chairman expressed the gratitude of the ECC to Mr Espinosa for chairing WG SE with excellent results.

WG FM

The Chairman of WG FM informed the meeting that his group: 

· updated the list of ERC/ECC Decisions for regular review process (Annex 7 to ECC(12)003).

· having discussed radiated and conducted measurement methods, WG FM decided to continue development of a new Annex 3 to ECC Recommendation (11)06 for the assessment of block edge masks for LTE base stations based on radiated measurements, however, not excluding conducted measurements where appropriate. Also WG FM concluded that there is no need for common ECC/ETSI-ERM meetings at this stage. After the development of draft new annexes this question may be put on the agenda again.

· plans to approve for public consultation the draft ECC Report and draft ECC Decision on ESOMP in Ka-band in September 2012.

· decided that on the next meeting it will turned CG CRS into a forum group or project team as additional tasks on ASA concept were defined.

· decided to start the public consultation of ERC Report 25 from September 2012 in order to update it during the WG FM February 2013 meeting.

· appointed Mr Azzarelli (G) as FM44 Chairman and thanked Dr Deschamps (F) for work done on this position.

· decided to establish a new project team on Broadband Wireless Systems in 2300-2400 MHz in September 2012 WG FM Meeting.

· plans to organise Civil/Military meeting of ECC/WG FM for the last quarter of the year 2013 and drafted preliminary list of possible agenda items.

This information was noted by the meeting and there was no comment on the updated list of ERC/ECC Decisions for regular review process.
WG NaN

No additional information received from NaN.
ECC PT1

· Mobile Communications on Board Vessels 

The last ECC meeting tasked ECC PT1 to develop a questionnaire, collect and analyse the responses and to make proposals to a future ECC meeting, in order to determine the need to revise ECC Decision (08)08 to possibly include other technologies and frequency bands for MCV. 

ECC PT1 informed ECC that the questionnaire developed by ECC PT1 is already available. Administrations are invited to provide responses before 27 July. Such information will serve to consider the opportunity to revise the ECC/DEC/(08)08. 

· ECC PT1 and CPG PTD meetings 

Further to the decision of the last CPG, CPG PTD will be co-located and scheduled in conjunction with ECC PT1 as far as possible. The time table of the meetings will be defined according the contributions received. ECC PT1 and CPG PTD meetings will take place during the same week. Administrations are invited to consider possible hosting of these meetings in 2013 and 2014. 

15 Contacts and co-operation with outside bodies

15.1 NTIA/FCC and Industry Canada - June 2012

The Chairman informed the meeting about the forthcoming meeting with the North-Americas and introduced the draft agenda for that meeting in Document ECC(12)018. 
15.2 Proposal of NATO LoU

As reported under Section 4.1 the ECC SG had received a proposal of a LoU with NATO. The ECC SG provided the slightly revised and agreed LoU proposal in Document ECC(12)020. The ECC was invited to consider an engagement in a LoU with NATO.
The ECC endorsed to engage in a LoU with NATO and entitled the Chairman to work out the necessary details, including signing the LoU.

15.3 Withdrawal LoU FLO Forum

The ECC has been informed that the FLO Forum had been dissolved in September 2011. Accordingly the organisation will be deleted from the list of the LoU partner and from the Office website.
15.4 Summary of COST TERRA Meeting – April 2012

The liaison officer to TERRA gave a short update on the work of the COST-TERRA action contained in Document ECC(12)017. He highlighted the current work - presentations in SE43 and FM51 - and the continued good cooperation with the ECC.
15.5 EDA

The Chairman informed the ECC of a proposal from the European Defence Agency to consider a LoU. While in general open for and inviting the provision of a LoU with EDA the ECC SG required clarification on the mission statement of EDA and on the application of reciprocity of conditions to both organisations. EDA is interested in fostering dialogue with CEPT/ECC and in attendance at CEPT/ECC meetings with observer status (ECC(12)028). The Chairman was tasked by the ECC SG to get in contact with EDA to elaborate the issues raised. 

In the following discussion support and some concerns have been raised and it has been emphasized that ECC should be open to engage in a LoU with EDA based on the element of reciprocity. The Chairman has been entitled to respond to EDA accordingly. At this stage, EDA representative may attend CEPT/ECC and subordinate groups at the invitation of the relevant Chairman (see RoP and WM).

On request by the Chairman of WG FM the ECC confirmed that Civil/Military meetings should be planned by the usual cooperation with NATO.
