This item is a follow up of the January CPG meeting where a linkage was made between discussions relating to additional primary mobile service allocation in 470-694 MHz under agenda item 1.1 and the need for strategic thinking on the future use of this frequency band, also highlighted in EU area. Therefore, the ECC Chairman agreed to add an agenda item at this ECC meeting to consider how to address within ECC the debate on the long term use in this frequency band. 
During ECC SG, it has been suggested that a workshop could be a way to initiate this activity, preferably further to the summer period. It was also suggested that CEPT initial activity could be to analyse how different networks can deliver different category of contents to various terminals and in various environment. 
My intention is to have under this agenda item a debate on how to address this sensitive matter which encompass, technical, economic and strategic dimensions, with European-wide and national dimensions. The result of the discussion could be in terms of what could be the added-value of ECC for such activity and how it could be organized.
