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	Summary: 

	It is proposed that ECC create a dedicated Task Force at ECC level to perform studies related to the future use of the 470-694 MHz band, which is currently allocated in CEPT to terrestrial TV broadcasting whilst some Administrations consider parts of this band for Mobile Broadband. Furthermore it is expected that this band will facilitate the convergence between mobile and broadcasting in the future.
The new Task Group in charge of the future use of the 470-694 MHz band, is expected to work in parallel to other ECC groups performing studies on the 694-790 MHz band.



	Proposal: 

	It is noted that ECC in its 33rd meeting will discuss the issue of “Studies relating to the frequency bands 470-694 MHz” under Agenda Item 7. 
We believe that the future usage of the 470-694MHz band should be considered by CEPT Administrations within appropriate group to avoid any confusion to the existing framework. Therefore, it is proposed that ECC create a dedicated Task Force at ECC level with a focus on a future usage of the 470-694MHz band. 
It is expected that all interested parties, including mobile operators and broadcasters, will be allowed to contribute to the work of this new Task Force. It is essential to assess deeply all possible scenarios to cover different needs and different situations within CEPT countries. 
The work on the 470-694MHz band in CEPT should be undertaken independently to the work under EC Mandate
 on the extension of the Digital Dividend (694-790MHz).


	Background: 

	The 470-694 MHz band is currently allocated to Broadcasting Service, with the exception of the band 608-614 MHz in Region 2. 
The entire 470-694 MHz band is already allocated to Mobile Service on a primary basis in Region 3 and the bands 470-512 MHz and 614-698 MHz are allocated to mobile service on a secondary basis in Region 2. 
Some Administrations propose to consider allocation to Mobile on a co-primary basis of the 470-694MHz band also in Region 1 to harmonise allocation to Mobile with other Regions.
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
