	Background: 

	CPG held one meeting since the previous ECC, from 22 – 25 January at the kind invitation of the Luxembourg Administration.
As mentioned in the previous report to ECC, the CPG had three candidates for the two vacant vice-chairman positions. With 30 Administrations either present, or represented by proxy, a decision was taken by secret ballot at the start of the CPG meeting and as a result CPG appointed Mr Mr Alexander Kühn (Germany) and Mr Gerlof Osinga (The Netherlands).

CPG appointed a number of individuals to CEPT coordinator roles, however it should be noted that a number of vacancies still exist. Administrations are encoraged to consider these opportunities in particular to broaden the number of administrations represented. 

All CPG project teams had met at least once prior to this CPG and draft CEPT Briefs were available for most agenda items. Although the level of detail varied, the approval of these documents provides a foundation for continued development of CEPT positions and an opportunity for early exchange of views.
The WRC agenda items which prompted most discussion at CPG were:

A.I. 1.1 and 1.2: Mobile Broadband / UHF. Discussions under A.I. 1.1 centered on the list of bands considered and there were a number of statements related to national positions on specific bands. CPG discussed the need for a European strategy for the 470-694 MHz - the CPG debate revealed a general support for the benefit of an overall strategy for the future use of UHF band and it was agreed to inform ECC accordingly.
CPG agreed that a UHF strategy would be outside the scope of CPG and broader than WRC preparation and that this issue will not impact the progress of work on AI 1.2 focusing on 700 MHz channelling arrangements and relevant sharing issues. The meeting further discussed the refinement of the lower band edge and confirmed that it will result from studies on those issues. 

A.I. 7 and 9: Satellite procedures. Based on a proposal from France, administrations were invited to raise issues related to specific satellite systems in PTB at the earliest opportunity with the aim to improve CEPT solidarity during WRC.

A.I. 8: Deletion of footnotes/country names from footnotes. There was discussion in CPG related to the situation where country names are added to footnotes, PTA will work further on this issue to try to improve clarity of the CEPT view on this matter.

The next meeting of CPG will be held in Croatia in September this year.
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
