Agenda Item 4.3 (ref EFIS Report to RSC Dec 2011)

EFIS report: positively received, no issues raised. Commission sent administrative letters to 10 countries. Spain asked for the source of the legal requirement for uploading information directly to EFIS which is the alternative option to providing a link to the national frequency information database. The source is the text of EC Commission Decision 2007/344/EC.


Agenda item 7.2  Further development of spectrum inventory section of EFIS

The RSPG WG has indicated that the further evolution of EFIS may also include the demand side, i.e. find solutions to also collect and cover information on new applications and the demand for these (this aspect needs consideration and development of an appropriate solution, as part of EFIS further evolution to EFIS+).

Another open question: How to include EC study results in EFIS?


RSPP – spectrum inventory

The RSPP, among other issues, creates a spectrum inventory (i.e. provides the legal basis), but leaves it to the Commission to implement it in a number of steps. 

RSPG is consulting on its draft RSPG Opinion on the Review of Spectrum use (the approval is scheduled for February 2012). The Opinion will provide advice to the Commission. 

The Commission shall adopt relevant implementation acts assisted by RSC in October 2012.

EFIS does not provide info whether assignments are really used, and what is the relevant intensity/density of spectrum use in various frequency bands. EFIS is not the basis for the inventory. Its role will be fully discussed when the inventory is completed.

	Foreword 
The methodology for establishing an inventory of existing uses of spectrum should take due account of the administrative burden which the methodology places on the administrations and should aim to minimize the administrative burden for conducting the inventory. Therefore, the information provided by the Member States pursuant to the Commission Decision on harmonised availability of information regarding spectrum use within the Community (Decision “EFIS” 2007/344/EC) should be fully taken into account for the development of the methodology for establishing an inventory of existing uses of spectrum.
