I have placed the agenda item “Information in EFIS related to ‘Maritime’” on the Agenda for the 1st day of our meeting and we have dealt with it, as promised.

Pia, normally we should reply to you / the EFIS/MG via a LS, but by exception, and with agreement of the FM Maritime FG, we agreed that I could settle the issue by e-mail, so that you can discuss and conclude on it tomorrow / the day after tomorrow at your meeting.

After a good debate we agreed, bearing in mind our original proposals included in our LS to your group, to your proposed way forward / proposals:

4) Proposals in brief

Ad 1) Maintain AIS in the layer “Maritime communications”

Ad 2) Delete SAR (communication) and SAR (navigation) in the layer “GMDSS”

Ad 3) Do not mention COMPASS within the “Satellite navigation systems”

Ad 4) Under the “GMDSS”, insert below EPIRBs the INMARSAT-C. Below NAVTEX insert three new items: EGC, Radar SART and AIS SART.

Ad 5) New terms NBDP and RADIOTELEPHONY should be inserted to both “GMDSS” and “Maritime communications” layers.

I assume that you’re not unhappy with the outcome.

5) Other ideas

In order to enable Administrations to insert into EFIS more detailed information, mentioning of other systems such as port operation communications, ship movement communications, LRIT and SSAS under “Maritime communications” should be considered. 

I invited the member of my group to consider these elements as well and as soon we have made up our mind, I will come back to you on this. Perhaps already shortly after our September 2012 meeting.

Enough information for the moment?

During a break at our meeting today I was informed that the UK delegate to your group will most likely also have some ideas on a further update of the layer “Maritime” and I suggest that you deal with these suggestions as the group finds appropriate.
