Introduction

EFIS (the ECO Frequency Information System) provides now also non-regulatory information for spectrum inventory purposes and the evolution of spectrum use. This non-regulatory information in EFIS provides guidance to support searches for information on spectrum inventory related documentation and the evolution of spectrum use. This feature and the related document type ‘National’ may also be used for future surveys on spectrum use if requested by the ECC.
National administrations may have information of non-regulatory nature on the possible evolution of spectrum use under study in their country. Such information can be uploaded in this national spectrum inventory document type section. Examples are results of national consultations, spectrum reviews, reports or re-farming activities which provide information about the current usage (market) or evolution of spectrum usage (e.g. forecasts, growth or decline). Documents can be either provided directly or as links. Where possible, it should be linked to one or more frequency ranges and applicable applications of the ECA, but administrations are free to select sub frequency ranges or other applications.
This section is planned to be enhanced in the near future to enable also future information collection processes such as dedicated questionnaires or spectrum review processes to be supported by the EFIS database. A benefit will also be that it can be better avoided to collect the same information several times from administrations. 

This new feature of the EFIS database  may also contain the introduction of protected/restricted areas (to administrations) within EFIS; an issue which is now under discussion  in the EFIS/MG. In a first step, a contact list with the responsible contact persons for spectrum inventory issues and information in EFIS needs to be established.
