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1. Opening

The joint meeting was opened by the chairpersons Mr Ralf Trautmann and Mrs Kati Heikkinen.
2. Adoption of Agenda

Agenda was adopted as contained in Annex 1. 
3. Merger of RA1 and FM22

3.1 Background

Short presentations of activities of project teams FM22 and RA1 were made by chairpersons of both groups. In addition Mr Trautmann presented the background for the merger as decided in the 29th ECC meeting.
3.2 Review of the Terms of Reference

The current Terms of Reference of FM22 and RA1 were introduced. Then Mr Bert van Dijk (NL) introduced a proposal for new Terms of Reference for the merged group. After considerations and drafting, the new Terms of Reference were adopted as contained in Annex 2.
Mr Trautmann was asked to introduce the new Terms of Reference and the name of the merged project team to the next meeting of WGFM. The new Terms of Reference have also an impact on the Terms of Reference of WGFM. Mr Trautmann will also address this issue.
3.3 Introduction of the Work Programmes

The current Work Programmes of FM22 and RA1 were introduced without further consideration (see agenda item 6). 
3.4 Name of the merged group

The meeting agreed that the new name of the merged project team will be 
"FM22 Monitoring and enforcement".
3.5 Chairmanship of the merged group

The meeting proposed, pending on the endorsement of WGFM, that Mr Trautmann will be the chairman of the merged group and Mrs Heikkinen will be the vice chairman. 
4.  Organisation of the ongoing RA1 tasks within the merged group 

4.1 Draft ECC Report on ECC Supervision Strategy

Mrs Heikkinen introduced the draft ECC Report on ECC Supervision Strategy. The document is in early stage and will be further discussed in the next meeting of the merged group.  

4.2 Common form for interference statistics

Based on the liaison statement from RA1 to FM22 the meeting discussed the possibility to create a common form for interference statistics. Experience with a questionnaire with an interference of aeronautical radio services and the discussion in the group showed that it is a very challenging task. The meeting identified the contradiction between "keep it simple" approach and the need for detailed information. Nevertheless there was seen a need for harmonised statistics and therefore it was decided to start the work on this issue. Mr Trautmann presented an example of interference statistics in Germany and encouraged the participants to present further examples in the next meeting. 
4.3 Enforcement matters related to ECC Deliverables

After discussion the meeting concluded that this issue is sufficiently covered by the Terms of Reference of the merged group. Therefore there is no need for a fixed formalised procedure for the task.
4.4 SRD Enforceability

The meeting noted that Mr Weber, the SRD MG chairman, is participating in FM22 meetings. Therefore there is no need to establish any formal reporting procedure between FM22 and SRD MG in order to ensure enforceability of SRD MG deliverables.

5. Frequency management during major events

Mr Trautmann informed the meeting on the discussions in WGFM on major events. It is not yet decided whether the ECC Report 44 will be used as a basis for considerations or not. It is also not yet decided which group should develop a new ECC deliverable on the issue.

Mr Stanley (UK) presented the results of a drafting group considering which issues should be taken into account. Mr Trautmann will send this result via e-mail to the chairman of the WGFM correspondence group on major events for further consideration.
6. Work programme of the new group

Work programmes of FM22 and RA1 were not discussed in detail. The meeting decided first to wait for the adoption of the Terms of Reference of the merged group by the WGFM and to discuss the work programme of the merged group at its first meeting.

7. Any other business

Mr Weber (ECO) informed the meeting that participants being registered on the ECO "enforcement" e-mail reflector and as RA1 group members will be transferred to relevant FM22 sites. No actions by participants are needed.

8. Date and place of the first meeting of the merged group
The first meeting of the merged group will be held from 27th to 30th March 2012 at ECO, Copenhagen.

9. Closure of the joint meeting

Mr Trautmann and Mrs Heikkinen thanked the participants for their active contributions and good cooperation in merging the two project teams.

Terms of Reference for FM PT 22-new
The Project Team FM22 'Monitoring and Enforcement' is requested to:

1.
Investigate the use of radio spectrum for existing and planned radio services, including taking note of international recommendations and reviews such as European Common Frequency Allocation (ECA).

2.
Stimulate the co-operation between the enforcement organisations of CEPT administrations and the exchange of information in the field of staff training organisation, administrative and technical procedures.

3.
Develop common and coordinated monitoring and enforcement procedures and measurement techniques for fixed and field operations. 

4.
Provide ECC entities with advice on the enforceability of ECC deliverables.
5.
Benchmark enforcement from the regulatory and procedural points of view to provide ECC and administrations with background information on usage of radio equipment.
6.
Highlight practical issues including problems encountered in enforcement work, identify possible enforcement solutions and liaise with other relevant entities on these issues.
7.
Develop ECC deliverables regarding monitoring and enforcement issues.
