It was proposed that the ECC Report structure has to be a basis for the further work on the ECC Report. As for the questionnaire, FM22 should carefully consider it with the aim to decide which questions to leave and which to exclude and made necessary modifications. The meeting tasked FM22 to present the elaborated questionnaire to the next WGFM meeting for approval.

· We should have a section describing which types of radio equipment we have to expect on site.

· The EMF aspect should not be forgotten.

· There should be a section dealing with the telecommunications needs of the licensing and monitoring staff.

· The UK experience of recruiting staff from other administrations may be an interesting issue.

· A section on collaboration of administrations, e.g. during the UEFA European Football Championship (Austria, Switzerland) or the Tour de France (France, Belgium, Germany, The Netherlands).
· Which are the other Project Teams we have to liaise with?

Any additional proposals are welcome.
