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	Summary
A container terminal located in the south-west of Germany was several times interfered by an automatic announcement on the frequency 457.600 MHz saying “securaplane avionics one system”. The German administration would like to know whether this problem is known in other countries too.


	Proposal

Delegates of FM 22 are invited to discuss this problem and to report about experience of their administrations.


	Background




The source of interference could be located at an airport beyond the boarder and identified as Securaplane Avionics System 500. It is obviously a kind of burglar alarm system that can be activated via remote control. Thereby short messages are sent from the aircraft to a handheld transmitter. The system is probably installed in bigger US aircrafts and can operate on the following frequencies:

457.525 MHz
457.550 MHz
457.575 MHz
457.600 MHz
459.450 MHz
459.475 MHz
459.500 MHz
