Short Range Devices Maintenance Group (SRD/MG)
Terms of Reference for SRD/MG (updated September 2010)

1. The Maintenance Group shall collect remarks, requests and compatibility studies with relation to the Recommendation ERC/REC 70-03 on Short Range Devices.

2. The Maintenance Group shall regularly review and revise as necessary the technical annex of the EC Framework Decision for SRDs. 

3. The Maintenance Group shall conduct necessary studies towards implementing the SRD strategy laid down in the CEPT Report in response to EC Mandate on SRDs.

PT FM 48 – Spectrum aspects for Broadband Direct-Air-to-Ground Communications (DA2GC) 

Terms of Reference for FM PT 48 (September 2010)
The Project Team shall:

1.
Work on spectrum issues concerning Broadband Direct-Air-to-Ground Communications (DA2GC), intended to provide high performance broadband connectivity between aircraft and a terrestrial radio access network to be deployed in Europe. In particular by considering ETSI TR 103 054 (System Reference Document on Broadband DA2GC).

2.
Identify possible candidate bands for harmonised spectrum for Broadband DA2GC as described under No. 1, by also taking into account cross-border coordination issues and European harmonisation.

3.
Develop or review ECC Decisions, Recommendations, Reports and other deliverables on the issues mentioned under No. 1, as requested by WG FM. This may also require the preparation of an impact assessment (IA) depending on prior approval by the ECC plenary.

4.
If necessary, coordinate CEPT positions in preparation for ITU-R Working Parties or Task Groups outside the scope of WRC preparations.
5.
Liaise, as appropriate, with the ECC WGs and PTs (e.g. relevant SE PTs), ETSI and other relevant organisations as authorised by WG FM, with the principal aim to collect information and to broaden the support for the work of the project team.

6.
The project team should use electronic working methods (EWMs) as far as possible.

7.
Report on progress at the WG FM meetings.

Participation in this PT shall be open to:

· Representatives of CEPT administrations;

· Representatives from industry, who are full members of ETSI;

· Official representatives of organisations which have a MoU or LoU with the ECC.

Others may be invited by the chairman to attend meetings of the Project Team when appropriate.

FM PT 48 is established for a period of approximately 18 months. WGFM, at its meeting in April/May 2012, will re-evaluate the necessity of the PT’s continuing work.

PT FM 49 – Radio Spectrum for Public Protection and Disaster Relief (PPDR) 

Terms of Reference for FM PT 49 (May 2011)

The Project Team shall:

work on radio spectrum issues concerning PPDR applications and scenarios, in particular concerning the broadband high speed communications as requested by PPDR organisations;
identify and evaluate suitable bands for European-wide harmonisation of spectrum (both below and above 1 GHz), by taking into account cross-border-communication issues and PPDR application requirements; 

related to item 2, take note of the PPDR frequency use in other ITU Regions;

take into account the outcome which has been developed so far on PPDR within WG FM;

focus on medium term and long term (before year 2025) spectrum realisation and develop a roadmap on the timeframes and steps to achieve the necessary results;

consider aspects related to access to commercial networks (terrestrial and satellite);

consider the relationship between interoperability and harmonised spectrum use / spectrum management;

develop and review ECC Decisions, Recommendations, Reports and other deliverables, as requested by WG FM;

co-ordinate CEPT positions in preparation for ITU-R activities, outside the scope of WRC preparations;

liaise, as appropriate, with other WGs and PTs within ECC;

liaise, if authorised by WG FM or ECC Plenary, with ETSI and other organisations. 
Inter alia with relevant entities of European PPDR Organisations and other PPDR groups (e. g. LEWP - Law Enforcement Working Party of the European Council, PSC-Europe - Public Safety Communications Europe);

report on progress to WG FM meetings.

FM PT 49 is established for a period of approximately three years.

FM PT 50 - Future use of the 1452 - 1492 MHz band

Terms of Reference for FM PT 50 (May 2011)

Further to a generic inventory of candidate applications for the 1452 - 1492 MHz band, and an initial consideration of the issue, as reported in FM(11)062 Annex 18, the Project Team shall assess, with the support of an impact analysis, which future use(s) of the 1452-1492 MHz band would be the most appropriate for CEPT. 

On the basis of that generic inventory, the Project Team (PT) shall: 

1. identify objective and relevant criteria to assess the impact(s) of an implementation of each possible current and future applications in this band (e.g. economy of scale, compatibility with the current regulatory framework, timeframe for availability of equipment on a large scale, possibility to combine/share with other applications, social and economic benefits, current and planned use of this band within and outside CEPT,…);

2. request, via WGFM, relevant technical studies, if necessary, for in band and adjacent band compatibility;

3. collect any supplementary information which is needed;

4. identify whether further regulatory measures may be required to accommodate candidate applications;

5. assess relevant candidate applications according to approved criteria;

6. compare the different requirements and solutions that emerge from the possible candidates;

7. propose to the WG FM: which future use(s) of the 1452-1492 MHz band would be the most appropriate for CEPT and, if necessary, which associated regulatory framework may need to be developed;

8. propose to the WGFM the development of the least restrictive technical conditions for the application(s) retained, if appropriate;

9. report on progress at WG FM meetings.

The result of the assessment of the future use(s) of the 1452-1492 MHz band impacts the work of application focused project teams, especially FM PT 45, SRD/MG, FM PT PPDR and FM PT 48. These other project teams will not consider the band 1452-1492 MHz for the applications under their mandates, pending the result of this project team.

Consequently, this project team is invited to cooperate and to liaise as appropriate with other working groups and project teams within ECC, especially with the above mentioned PTs. If the band 1452-1492 MHz appears not to be retained for a particular application, the PT responsible for that application should be informed as soon as possible.

The PT may also liaise with other groups and organisations (e.g. ETSI, EBU,…) as authorised by WG FM with the particular aim to collect information and to gather broader support for the work.

The project team shall provide a draft skeleton on the way forward for the WG FM meeting in October 2011, a preliminary report in WG FM in April 2012 and a final report in WG FM in September 2012.

Method of Work for the ECC/WG FM Civil-Military Meeting

(May 2010)

Framework

1. The ECC/WG FM Civil-Military Meeting is a forum for frequency managers within CEPT to discuss issues of civil/military co-operation.

2. The Civil-Military Meeting does not have a decision making role but makes proposals and recommendations for consideration to WG FM on issues arising from civil-military co-operation in spectrum management.

3. The Civil-Military Meeting is to be co-chaired by the WG FM chairman and a military representative from the host country. If the latter is not available, the meeting will elect a military representative as the co-chair from those attending the meeting.

4. The Civil-Military Meeting is organised by WG FM on a regular basis. It normally takes place every 2 years as a separate meeting of WGFM with dedicated aims and topics for discussion..

Procedures

1. When deciding on the date of the next Civil-Military Meeting WG FM will formulate the issues on which proposals or recommendations are expected.

2. Following the decision on dates and topics a drafting group under the chairmanship of the NATO representative will develop a draft agenda for the Civil-Military Meeting. The drafting group will convene during WG FM Meetings or work by correspondence.

3. Proposals and Recommendations from the Civil-Military Meeting have to be agreed by consensus.

4. A draft Report from the Civil-Military Meeting will be prepared by the WG FM secretary after the meeting and uploaded to the ECO server for comments by the meeting participants before the final version is published.

5. The WG FM Meeting following the Civil-Military Meeting will consider proposals and/or recommendations from the Civil-Military Meeting in order to take appropriate actions.
