4) to provide guidance on further activity with regard to development of ECC Report.



	Background

(1) As a result of discussions at 72nd meeting WGFM concluded that an ECC Report is the most appropriate deliverable for addressing the frequency management issues for major events. The CG was tasked to develop proposals on the structure of Report and also a questionnaire to collect the relevant information. WG FM agreed that this Report is not limited to sport events only and the CG may consider other big events if needed. CG should consider whether a new Report should be developed or a revision of ECC Report 44 will be more appropriate. WG FM encouraged CG to use electronic working methods however, recognised that there may a need to meet physically. 

Progress report

CG worked in period between May and October meetings of WGFM using ECO Forum facilities. Taking into account the tasks given to CG by WGFM it considered the following issues:
· the scope of the Report and renaming of “sport events” to “major events”;

· the structure of possible ECC Report on frequency management during major events;

· possible revision/usage of ECC Report 44 materials; 

· the questionnaire in order to collect information from administrations;
with the results presented below.
The scope and structure of future ECC Report on frequency management during major events.

At the WGFM meeting the proposal was expressed on widening the scope of new ECC Report in order to be able to consider other then sport evens only. It was supported by CG. CG changed the title and scope of its work from “sport events” to “major events”.

Based on discussions held in correspondence group the structure of future ECC Report on frequency management during major events was developed.

It takes into account proposals from several administrations and also reflects structure of ECC Report 44. There was support for development of new ECC report rather than update of ECC Report 44. As it may be seen from the structure of ECC Report 44 it mainly defines the parts of process related to events (before, just before, during and after event). This approach reflects to some extent the process however does not contain examples of real cases. Moreover some important aspects are not taken into account in ECC Report 44, including spectrum requirements, equipments used, monitoring activities etc. Some of parts of Report 44 may be outdated. Some materials of it may be used for new Report if appropriate.

Since the draft structure takes into account various aspects related to the management of frequency and radio equipment at major events it may cover some aspects which are indirectly related to frequency management but still important. It should be noted that the structure is not final and may be modified in the future if appropriate.

Some useful thoughts with regard to the content and structure of new Report were also  provided by FM 22 which had this issue in agenda of its meeting in October.

WGFM invited to endorse this progress of CG as well as preliminary structure of new ECC Report on frequency management during major event.

The Questionnaire

Based on the structure above CG has developed draft WGFM questionnaire to collect the relevant information. Due to complexity and assumed differences between major events and how they were organised in the past the questionnaire was prepared in such a way to give to administration more flexibility in providing an information.
The establishment of drafting activity during WGFM meeting may be required for finalization of the questionnaire. Also it needs to be decided to whom this questionnaire should be sent. It may be useful to send it to industry since it was involved in such activity in the past.

WGFM is invited to consider and approve WGFM questionnaire on frequency management during major events.

Any other business

The group has also noted System Reference Document TR 102546, Electromagnetic compatibility and Radio spectrum Matters (ERM); technical characteristics for Professional Wireless Microphone Systems (PWMS). TR 102 546 was published in 2007 before the WRC-07 decision on the band 790-862MHz. The Digital Dividend issue is addressed but the effects are not clear yet. Currently ERM TG17 WG3 is working on the revision of this Srdoc and will keep WG FM informed on the progress.

Future work

WGFM is invited to discuss the future steps towards development of ECC Report including consideration of responses to WGFM questionnaire.
