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1. Summary
The ECC Report 160 "Enforcement Benchmarking in the year 2010" was approved by WGRA in its 22nd meeting in January 2011. The lack of comparable enforcement statistics has been recognized during all three benchmarking projects and therefore it was decided to add a recommendation concerning enforcement statistics to the Report: 
A common form for enforcement statistics based on the experiences of benchmarking projects should be developed. This common form should be used to collect enforcement statistics on a yearly basis in order to make them available on the ECO website.
Statistics concerning market surveillance of radio and telecommunications terminal equipment and other electrical apparatus are already collected by R&TTE ADCO and EMC ADCO. Statistics concerning spectrum monitoring activities on the European level are recorded case-by-case mainly by FM22, and also some initiatives concerning statistics on on-site inspections of radio installations have already been taken by FM22. But there has been no methods so far for collection of information on common interference statistics of radio field. 

This kind of statistics is needed not only for strategic planning of enforcement but also for frequency management purposes, and therefore the statistics should be made publicly available for study and comparison.
In its 16th meeting on 6-7 April 2011 in Copenhagen RA1 considered the creation of common form for interference statistics and sent a liaison statement on the issue for consideration to FM22 (doc RA(11)05 Annex4).

This topic was discussed in last FM22 meeting. Some FM22 members have presented interference statistics and compiled information available from their interference databases. It has been noted that every country has their own methods and structures for interference database information collection and presentation. However, it was also noted that there is need and support for common interference data collection and publication by ECO. The challenge is, how this can be organised with reasonable amount of work and effort by each country.

It is obvious, that detailed information and breakdown of interference cases and related collected amount of data should be kept minimum and the structure as simple as possible. Proposal is that data collection and publication exercise will be done annually.  
2. Proposal

We propose that FM22 would start this work item in order to create and publish annually common radio interference statistics.

2.1 Preliminary proposal for the structure

First draft proposal for structure of common interference statistics is shown in Table 1.

Trend for total number of cases should also be collected for 2 previous years with some explanations for the trend.
Useful information also to share would be if there is some specific issues in relation to interference investigations in each country.
The interference statistics should be collected and published yearly. ECO Reports could be used for presenting information collected from CEPT administrations with the possibility to update it as frequently as required, either by following the guidance from the responsible ECC entity or by means of direct communication between ECO and the concerned administration.
