	Summary
WG FM, at its meeting in May 2011, adopted the draft ECC Recommendation (11)06 on

BLOCK EDGE MASK COMPLIANCE MEASUREMENTS for submission to the public consultation. The public consultation ended on 23 June 2011. 
The draft ECC/REC/(11)06 that went into the consultation process is attached in annex 1.
Comments were received from the administration of Denmark as well as from Orange and ETSI. The three comments are attached in annex 2.

Denmark proposes only an amendment (addition of 2 sentences explaining the far-field conditions for radiated measurements) in section 5.7 of the draft ECC Recommendation.

Orange welcomes the initiative of the ECC to study measurements of BEMs, noting that BEMs are part of regulations already published. However, the contribution from Orange includes a number of suggestions and comments:

1. a title change is proposed (drop of the word “compliance”);
2. proposal for inclusion of sequence (step 1, step2, ..) in section 5, measurement procedure;

3. proposal to address radiated measurements in a dedicated, separate section of the recommendation, i.e. to split the method of measurement in 2 sections, a radiated one and a conducted one;
4. proposal to include an alternative method based on calculations in the draft Recommendation;

5. several comments on service interruptions, test modes, and installations;

6. a comment on annex 1 section 5.4 regarding calibration;

7. comments on annex 1, section 5.8 on measurement uncertainty.

ETSI provided a response liaison statement to FM(11)062 Annex 8. This response was also clarified to be an input to the consultation process.

 The LS requests information from  WGFM / PT FM22 on
1. how many radiated measurements have been made so far in accordance with Annex 1, section 5.7 of draft ECC Rec. (11)06;
2. what propagation model(s) were used in the radiated measurements, and what was done in order to “control” reflections and/or their effect on the measurements;
3. to inform about the related measurement uncertainty.
4. ETSI commented also on JCGM 100:2008 used as reference document in the draft Recommendation.
On the last point under 4, it was noted by ECO that ETSI has approved during the ERM meeting in June 2011 the ETSI Technical Specification TS 103 051:” Expanded measurement uncertainty for the measurement of radiated electromagnetic fields” for publication. The document is attached in annex 3 since this technical specification also includes normative references to many standards and guidelines used on measurement uncertainty, including under [26] JCGM 100:2008.

Finally, the ETSI contribution contains one explicit proposal to also consider the possibility of showing compliance of a transmitter to a given block edge mask by calculations, instead of using measurements (in this context, see also the proposal from Orange to include an alternative method based on calculations above, under 4 of the Orange comments).
