Liaison Statement on the revision of some ITU-R Recommendations on VSATs


Dear Mr. Bloch,
At its meeting in Germany in May 2011, WGFM considered information from FM44 regarding the work being undertaken by ITU-R Working Party 4A on the revision of some Recommendations for Very Small Aperture Terminals (VSAT).

In 1992-1993, Recommendations ITU-R S.725 to S.729 were adopted. They all deal with VSAT networks in the FSS: 

· S.725 – Technical characteristics for very small aperture terminals (VSATs) 

· S.726 – Maximum permissible level of spurious emissions from very small aperture terminals (VSATs)  

· S.727 – Cross-polarization isolation from very small aperture terminals (VSATs)  (replaced by S.1844 in 2010)

· S.728 – Maximum permissible level of off-axis e.i.r.p. density from very small aperture terminals (VSATs)  

· S.729 – Control and monitoring function of very small aperture terminals (VSATs)  

These Recommendations were developed under the leadership of CEPT, on the basis of various ETSI standards on VSAT earth stations, and were aiming at helping administrations to develop simplified licensing procedures (mainly exemption from individual licensing). 

Following the recent adoption of Recommendation ITU-R S.1844, Recommendation ITU-R S.725, and Recommendation ITU-R S.729 have been proposed to be revised (see Annexes 13 and 14 of document 4A/446).
CEPT seeks to develop an harmonised position on these revisions before they are finalized by Working Party 4A.

To that aim, we kindly request TC SES to consider these revisions, and to inform us if these revisions need to incorporate updates developed within ETSI and more particularly within standards related to VSAT earth stations since 1992.
