There are no parking facilities at Ofcom and a congestion charge is payable for driving in central London.  You are therefore advised not to drive to Ofcom.

The nearest underground stations to Ofcom are:
- London Bridge station (Northern Line or Train) 10 minutes walk;
- Mansion House station (District Line) 5 minutes walk;
- Bank Station (Central and Northern Line) 10 minutes walk.
If you are arriving by Eurostar train to St Pancras station, you may find it easiest to catch the London Underground “Northern Line” to London Bridge station.  Ofcom is a 10 minute walk from London Bridge Station. Approximate total journey time 30 minutes.
From London Gatwick or London Luton airports, there is a train line across London (North / South) that connects to both of these airports to central London.  Ofcom is a 10 minute walk from either Blackfriars Train station, or London Bridge Train station.  Details of this connection can be found at; http://www.firstcapitalconnect.co.uk/ . Approximate journey time 1 Hour 15 minutes.
From London City Airport, there is an over-ground connection to central London by the Docklands Light Railway. http://www.tfl.gov.uk/gettingaround/9441.aspx On arriving at Bank station. At this point you can either walk to Ofcom from Bank Station, or get a connection to the London Underground “Northern Line” to then go to London Bridge station (1 stop from Bank).  Ofcom is a 10 minute walk from London Bridge Station. Approximate journey time 1 hour.
From Heathrow there is a choice of both over-ground or underground services.  
· The Over-ground train service Heathrow Express http://www.heathrowexpress.com/Home terminates at Paddington Train Station in West London and several underground changes are required (District line, or Bakerloo line available at Paddington station) to get to the underground stations specified above.  Ofcom is a 10 minute walk from London Bridge Station. Approximate journey time from LHR 1 Hour 15 minutes.
· The underground Piccadilly Line can be taken:
· with a change to the Jubilee Line needed at “Green Park” station, to get to London Bridge station, 
· or alternatively change District Line at “Hammersmith” station to change to the District line, to get to Mansion House station.  
Approximate journey time 2 hours.
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
