Subject:	Broadband DA2GC



Dear Bruno,

Working Group FM considered a contribution from Lufthansa Systems AG during its meeting in Miesbach, 16-20 May 2011.
This contribution contains a brief system description including key technical characteristics of an alternative DA2GC system to the system already being considered within WG FM and WG SE and as described in ETSI TR 103 054. The alternative system design and technology is planned to be operated in unlicensed spectrum bands, including the bands around 2.4 GHz and 5.8 GHz which have, inter alia, been identified by WG FM for the first phase of studies within Working Group SE.
We would appreciate if you could take into account the annexed information in your compatibility and sharing studies related to the 2400–2483.5 MHz and 5855–5875 MHz bands. It is expected that further details will directly be provided by the interested parties to the first SE PT 44 meeting.
WG FM also discussed the question on the spectrum requirements based on a contribution from FM PT 48. The general conclusion shows, that an amount of spectrum of 2 x 10 MHz for FDD or, in case of TDD, 20 MHz is required for Broadband DA2GC. This information might also be relevant for you, especially with regard to the bands 1670-1675 MHz / 1800-1805 MHz. FM PT 48 was tasked to further discuss the justification for the spectrum requirements.
